ADMINISTRATIVE SUMMARY

The City of Detroit is making improvements to West Warren Avenue between
Southfield Fwy and Mettetal in Spring 2022 to improve safety for all-
pedestrians, transit users, and drivers. The total estimated design and
construction costs of this project are $5.3 million and include new lighting,
new street furniture (trash cans, bike racks, and benches), new trees and
landscaping, improved pedestrian safety (new crosswalks and pedestrian
islands), new sidewalks and complete road resurfacing and reconfiguration.

With advance notice of seven calendar days, the City of Detroit will provide interpreter services at public meetings, including language translation
