Before you invest in a property, get educated and
thoroughly investigate whether the space meets
your needs.

o Create a business plan and research funding
opportunities.

o Consult a qualified real estate broker for
guidance when looking for a location.

o Find out the zoning district and whether or not
your home is in a historical district. For
information about your home, check out
www.zoning.detroitmi.gov.

o If your home is in a historical district, consult the
Detroit Historic Commission for rules and regulations
before making any changes to the exterior of the
home.

Once you’ve gathered all of the information that
you need, it’s time to plan and execute any
necessary construction

o Prepare your plans or written scope of work.An
architect or engineer may be required for structural
items.

o If your project includes new construction, repairs or
alterations, you will need to submit plans or a scope of
work and apply online for a building permit with
BSEED.

o After your plans/scope of work have been reviewed and
approved and you have secured your permit from BSEED,
you may start any necessary construction.

o Schedule and pass the required inspections.

o Apply for a Certificate of Occupancy (new homes)
or Certificate of Acceptance (alterations or repairs)

o Work with other agencies to obtain the
necessary licenses as applicable (example:The Dept
of Licensing and Regulatory Affairs Liquor Control
Commission).

o If you plan to rent your property, register your
rental property and obtain a certificate o
compliance from BSEED Property Maintenance Division.

o Schedule and pass the necessary

inspections annually to maintain compliance with
city codes.
