Project Clean Slate (PCS)

CHANCE is a free program that

assists people in Detroit
iNn removing their criminal
record and making it
easier for them to find
better jobs, homes, and
education.

Once a client's case is
reviewed by PCS and
deemed eligible, they
are walked through
the process to finalize
expungement.

Since 2021, more than
10,000 Detroiters have
registered with PCS with
participants seeing an
average wage increase
of 23% after one year.

‘As a result of Project
Clean Slate, I've been
able to advance my
[engineering] career. It
was a seamless process,”
said Bell.
