DECLARATION OF RESTRICTIVE COVENANT
DEQ Reference No: RC-RD-201-15-065

This Declaration of Restrictive Covenant ("Restrictive Covenant") has been recorded with the
Wayne County Register of Deeds for the purpose of protecting public health, safety, and
welfare, and the environment by prohibiting or restricting activities that could result in
unacceptable exposure to environmental contamination present within Parcel 1 of Riverside
Park at the property located at 3085 West Jefferson Avenue, Detroit, Wayne County,
Michigan and legally described in Exhibit 1 attached hereto (“Property”).

Response activities are being implemented to address environmental contamination at
the Property pursuant to Part 201, Environmental Remediation, of the Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection Act, 1994 PA 451, as amended {NREPA), MCL 324.20101
et seq. The adequacy of the response activities implemented at the Property has not
been subject to a facility-specific review by the Michigan Department of Environmental
Quality (DEQ) nor has the DEQ determined that the response activities comply with

Part 201 of the NREPA.

The Property described contains hazardous substances in excess of the concentrations
developed as the unrestricted residential criteria under Section 20120a(1)(a) or (17) of the
NREPA. The DEQ recommends that prospective purchasers or users of the Property undertake
appropriate due diligence prior to acquiring or using this Property, and undertake appropriate
actions to comply with the requirements of Section 20107a of the NREPA.

The response activities required the recording of this Restrictive Covenant with the Wayne
County Register of Deeds to: 1) reduce or restrict unacceptable exposures to hazardous
substances; 2) eliminate a potential exposure pathway; 3) assure the effectiveness and integrity
of the containment or exposure barriers; 4) otherwise assure the effectiveness and integrity of
response activities undertaken at the Property.

The restrictions contained in this Restrictive Covenant are based upon information available at
the time the response activities were implemented. Failure of the response activities to achieve
and maintain the criteria, exposure controls, and any requirements specified by the response
activities; future changes in the environmental condition of the Property or changes in the
nonresidential cleanup criteria under Section 20120a(1)(b) of the NREPA: the discovery of
environmental conditions at the Property that were not accounted for during implementation of
the response activities; or use of the Property in a manner inconsistent with the restrictions
described herein, may result in this Restrictive Covenant not being protective of public heaith,
safety, and welfare, and the environment.

The “Certificate of Survey,” attached as Exhibit 1, provides a survey of the Parcel
1 that depicts the area subject to restriction and contains legal descriptions that
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distinguish those portions of the Property that are subject to land use or resource use
restrictions specified in this Restrictive Covenant.

Part 201 of the NREPA; or the Part 201 Administrative Rules, Michigan Administrative Code,
2013 AACS R 299.1 — R 299.50, shall have the same meaning in this document as in Parts 3
and 201 of the NREPA and the Part 201 Administrative Rules, as of the date of filing of this
Restrictive Covenant.

Summary of Response Activities

The historical use of Parcel 1 as a manufactured gas plant (MGP) and tar distillation
operations resulted in the release of hazardous substances to the subsurface. To
address the subsurface residual MGP and tar distillation constituents, several
comprehensive environmental investigations have been conducted on Parcel 1. These
investigations indicated that hazardous substances including benzene, toluene,
ethylbenzene, total xylenes, trimethylbenzenes, polynuclear aromatic hydrocarbons
{PAHSs), cyanide, ammonia, phenols and metals (subsequently referred to as constituents
of concern (“COCs”)) have been detected in subsurface soils and groundwater beneath
Parcel 1. The environmental investigations demonstrate that exposure to COCs is not
occurring based on current site conditions.

NOW THEREFORE,

1. Declaration of Land Use or Resource Use Restrictions

The City of Detroit, as the Owner of the Property, hereby declares and covenants that
the Property shall be subject to the following restrictions and conditions:

a. Land Use: The Owner shall prohibit all residential land uses on the property. Residential
land use may include, but is not limited to, homes and surrounding yards, condominiums, and
apartments where people live and sleep for significant periods of time. Use of the property for
recreational activities, including access by children, is allowed due to the elimination of the
direct contact pathway through an exposure barrier. Cleanup criteria for land-use based
response activities are located in the Government Documents Section of the State of Michigan
Library.

b. Prohibited Activities to Fliminate Unacceptable Exposure to Hazardous Substances.
The Owner shall prohibit activities on Parcel 1 that may result in exposures to hazardous
substances at the Property. These prohibited activities include:

The construction and use of wells or other devices to extract groundwater for
consumption, irrigation, or any other purpose, except as provided below:

(a) Wells and other devices constructed as part of a response activity for the
purpose of evaluating groundwater quality or to remediate subsurface
contamination associated with a release of hazardous substances into the
environment are permitted provided the construction of the wells or devices
complies with all applicable local, state, and federal laws and regulations and
does not cause or result in a new release, exacerbation of existing
contamination, or any other violation of local, state, or federal laws or
regulations.

(b) Short-term dewatering for construction purposes is permitted provided the
dewatering, including management and disposal of the groundwater, is
conducted in accordance with all applicable local, state, and federal laws and
regulations and does not cause or result in a new release, exacerbation of
existing contamination, or any other violation of local, state, and federal
environmental laws and regulations.

Excavation and intrusive activities unless a site specific health and safety plan
is adhered to in order to address potential direct contact exposures to soil for
COCs.

The existing three feet of soil cover that has a base elevation of 102 to 114 feet
based on City of Detroit Engineering Department benchmarks as shown in
Exhibit 2 serves to prevent exposures to contaminated soils at the Property.
The Owner shall prohibit the excavation or other intrusive activity that could
affect the integrity of the existing surface cover, except during short-term
construction or repair projects or for purposes of further treating or
remediating the subject contamination. Any excavation or other intrusive
activity, including removing, altering, or disturbing the existing surface cover,
that could affect the integrity of the barrier, must be replaced with a cover that
provides at least an equivalent degree of protection as the original barrier
within 14 days of completion of the work. Repair and/or replacement of the
barrier must be completed unless additional sampling is conducted that
demonstrates that a barrier in the area is no longer necessary in accordance
with the applicable provisions and requirements of Part 201 of the NREPA.

The Owner shall prohibit the construction and/or use of any buildings or
structures on the Property unless the Owner complies with one of the
following:

(a) The building or structure is an establishment used and classified for
manufacturing use consistent with Section 31-33 — Manufacturing, of the
North American Industry Classification System, United States, 2012, and
the Owner complies with all of the provisions of Section 20120a(18) of the
NREPA.

(b) The Owner performs an evaluation of the potential for hazardous
substances to volatilize into indoor air that demonstrates the protection of



persons who may be present within any building or structure and complies
with Section 20107a of the NREPA.

(c) The Owner installs appropriate engineering controls on any building or
structure designed to eliminate the potential for subsurface vapor phase
hazardous substances to migrate into the building or structure at
concentrations greater than applicable criteria.

¢. Prohibited Activities to Ensure the Effectiveness and Integrity of the Response Activity.
The Owner shall prohibit activities on the Property that may interfere with any element of the
response activities, including the performance of operation and maintenance activities,
monitoring, or other measures necessary to ensure the effectiveness and integrity of the
response activities implemented at the Property. These prohibited activities include:

i. Any activity that would interfere with the function of or obstruct access to any
monitoring wells and monitoring devices located on Parcel 1. This includes,
but is not limited to, removing, destroying, or altering any well or device in any
way that renders it inoperable or incapable of functioning as intended.

d. Contaminated Soil Management. The Owner shall manage all soils, media and/or debris
located on Parcel 1 in accordance with the applicable requirements of Section 20120c of the
NREPA; Part 111, Hazardous Waste Management, of the NREPA; Subtitle C of the Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act, 42 U.S.C. Section 6901 ef seq.; the administrative rules
promulgated thereunder; and all other relevant state and federal laws.

2. Access. The Owner grants to the DEQ and its designated representatives the right to enter
the Property at reasonable times for the purpose of determining and monitoring compliance with
the response activities, including the right to take samples, inspect the operation of the
response activities and inspect any records relating thereto, and to perform any actions
necessary to maintain compliance with Part 201.

3. Notice - A provision requiring notice to the department or other persons upon transfer or
before construction or changes in use that could affect environmental contamination or increase
exposure at the property.

4. Term of Restrictive Covenant. This Restrictive Covenant shall run with the Property and
shall be binding on the Owner; future owners; and their successors and assigns, lessees,
easement holders, and any authorized agents, employees, or persons acting under their
direction and control. This Restrictive Covenant shall continue in effect until the DEQ or its
successor determines that hazardous substances no longer present an unacceptable risk to the
public health, safety, or welfare, or the environment. This Restrictive Covenant may only be
modified or rescinded with the written approval of the DEQ.

5. Enforcement of Restrictive Covenant. The State of Michigan, through the DEQ, and the
City of Detroit may individually enforce the restrictions set forth in this Restrictive Covenant by
legal action in a court of competent jurisdiction.

6. Severability. If any provision of this Restrictive Covenant is held to be invalid by any court of
competent jurisdiction, the invalidity of such provision shall not affect the validity of any other



provisions hereof, and all such other provisions shall continue unimpaired and in full force and
effect.

The existing asphalt surface cover (described in Exhibit 2 as Area 1) and the
area containing the previously installed PVC membrane (described in Exhibit 2
as Area 2) serves to prevent exposures to contaminated soils at the Property.
The PVC membrane has a base elevation of 103 to 108 feet based on City of
Detroit Engineering Department benchmarks as shown in Exhibit 2. The
Owner shall prohibit the excavation or other intrusive activity that could affect
the integrity of the existing surface cover, except during short-term
construction or repair projects or for purposes of further treating or
remediating the subject contamination. Any excavation or other intrusive
activity, including removing, altering, or disturbing the existing surface cover,
that could affect the integrity of the barrier, must be replaced with a cover that
provides at least an equivalent degree of protection as the original barrier
within 14 days of completion of the work. Repair and/or replacement of the
barrier must be completed unless additional sampling is conducted that
demonstrates that a barrier in the area is no longer necessary in accordance
with the applicable provisions and requirements of Part 201 of the NREPA.

The Owner shall prohibit the construction and/or use of any buildings or
structures on the Property unless the Owner complies with one of the
following:

(a) The building or structure is an establishment used and classified for
manufacturing use consistent with Section 31-33 - Manufacturing , of the
North American industry Classification System, United States, 2012, and



the Owner complies with all of the provisions of Section 20120a(18) of the
NREPA.

(b) The Owner performs an evaluation of the potential for hazardous
substances to volatilize into indoor air that demonstrates the protection of
persons who may be present within any building or structure and complies
with Section 20107a of the NREPA.

(c) The Owner installs appropriate engineering controls on any building or
structure designed to eliminate the potential for subsurface vapor phase
hazardous substances to migrate into the building or structure at
concentrations greater than applicable criteria.

c. Prohibited Activities to Ensure the Effectiveness and Integrity of the Response Activity.
The Owner shall prohibit activities on the Property that may interfere with any element of the
response activities, including the performance of operation and maintenance activities,
monitoring, or other measures necessary to ensure the effectiveness and integrity of the
response activities implemented at the Property. These prohibited activities include:

i. Any activity that would interfere with the function of or obstruct access to any
monitoring wells and monitoring devices located on Parcel 2. This includes,
but is not limited to, removing, destroying, or altering any well or device in any
way that renders it inoperable or incapable of functioning as intended.

d. Contaminated Soil Management. The Owner shall manage all soils, media and/or debris
located on Parcel 2 in accordance with the applicable requirements of Section 20120c of the
NREPA; Part 111, Hazardous Waste Management, of the NREPA; Subtitle C of the Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act, 42 U.S.C. Section 6901 et seq.; the administrative rules
promulgated thereunder; and all other relevant state and federal laws.

2. Access. The Owner grants to the DEQ and its designated representatives the right to enter
the Property at reasonable times for the purpose of determining and monitoring compliance with
the response activities, including the right to take samples, inspect the operation of the
response activities and inspect any records relating thereto, and to perform any actions
necessary to maintain compliance with Part 201.

3. Notice - A provision requiring notice to the department or other persons upon transfer or
before construction or changes in use that could affect environmental contamination or increase
exposure at the property.

4. Term of Restrictive Covenant. This Restrictive Covenant shall run with the Property and
shall be binding on the Owner; future owners; and their successors and assigns, lessees,
easement holders, and any authorized agents, employees, or persons acting under their
direction and control. This Restrictive Covenant shall continue in effect until the DEQ or its
successor determines that hazardous substances no longer present an unacceptable risk to the
public health, safety, or welfare, or the environment. This Restrictive Covenant may only be
modified or rescinded with the written approval of the DEQ.




5. Enforcement of Restrictive Covenant. The State of Michigan, through the DEQ, and the
City of Detroit may individually enforce the restrictions set forth in this Restrictive Covenant by
legal action in a court of competent jurisdiction.

6. Severability. If any provision of this Restrictive Covenant is held to be invalid by any court of
competent jurisdiction, the invalidity of such provision shall not affect the validity of any other
provisions hereof, and all such other provisions shall continue unimpaired and in full force and
effect.

7. Authority to Execute Restrictive Covenant. The undersigned person executing this
Restrictive Covenant is the Owner, or has the express written permission of the Owner, and
represents and certifies that he or she is duly authorized and has been empowered to execute
and deliver this Restrictive Covenant.

Right-Sizing the fleet to reflect the 2012 service adjustment is a central objective in DDOT's
Fleet Management Plan. Prior to the 2Q/2012 reduction of service, DDOT required 350 peak
vehicles. Today, DDOT peak service requires 215 vehicles. Current FTA guidelines allow for a
spare ratio of 20%. Operation of the fleet in excess of this guideline is planned for the near-term.
DDOT hopes to maintain a peak requirement of 229 vehicles by October 2015 and anticipates
operating with a 20% spare ratio within 8 months (Decernber 2015).

The Department of Public Works, Traffic Engineering Division received the above referenced
petition. This department has no objections to the placement of banners, provided that the banner
installation is in compliance with the banner policy adopted by your Honorable Body on
November 30, 2001, and subject to the following conditions:

. Ninety (90) Banners are to be located along Jefferson, Steve Yzerman and John C. lodge
Exit Ramp as shown in the attached map.

2. The duration of banner installation shall be from February 29", 2016 through March 10,
2016.

3. Banners shall not exceed thirty-two (32) inches in width by ninety-four (94) inches in
height and should be acrylic or vinyl with standard slitting (also called “Happy Faces™).

4. Banners shall be affixed to allow minimum of (15) feet clearance from walkway surface.
5. Banners shall not include flashing lights that may be distracting to motorists.

6. Banners shall not have displayed thereon any legend or symbol which is, or resembles, or
which may be mistaken for a traffic control device, or which attempts to direct the
movement of traffic.

7. Commercial advertising is strictly prohibited on all banners: including telephone
numbers, mailing addresses, and web site addresses.

8. A sponsoring organization’s logo and/or name may be included at the bottom of the
banner in a space no more than ten (10) inches in height by thirty (30) inches in length,
and letter size shall be limited to four (4) inch maximum and placed at the bottom of the
banner.

9. Sponsoring organizations may not include messages pertaining to tobacco and related
products, alcoholic beverages, firearms, adult entertainment or sexually explicit products,

or political campaigns.

10. Sponsoring organizations may not include legends or symbols which may be construed to

advertise, promote the sale of, or publicize any merchandise or commodity, with the
exception of sponsorship as described in the banner policy (see section 9 of the policy).

Banner placement must be a minimum of 120 feet or every other pole apart, whichever is
greater, including banners that may exist at the time of the installation and is limited to a
two thousand (2000) feet radius area of the event location or within the stated
organization’s boundaries.

. The design, method of installation and location of banners shall not endanger persons

using the highway or unduly interfere with the free movement of traffic.

. The petitioner SHALL secure an approval from Public Lighting Department to use their

utility poles to hang the banners.

The petitioner SHALL secure Right of Way permit from City Engineering Division every
time the banners are changed/replaced.

. The wording on the banners will be (please see below).
