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The purpose of the Community Benefits Ordinance is to ensure that Detroiters see the benefits from real estate projects that receive public investment
The Ordinance was approved by Detroiters in 2016
It requires real estate developers to engage with community in advance to identify project impacts and determine community benefits


CBO TRIGGERS
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Three conditions trigger the Community Benefits Ordinance 
75 million dollars in construction costs plus 1 million dollars in city tax abatements, or a land transfer worth at least 1 million dollars
The Fiat Chrysler expansion project triggers all three
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Presentation Notes
Since the Community Benefits Ordinance was passed just over two years ago, 8 projects have completed and 2 are underway
Fiat Chrysler is this first community benefits process to happen for the far east side

IMPACT AREA INPUT
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The community benefits process centers around what’s called the Neighborhood Advisory Council (or NAC for short)
9 residents who live within the Fiat Chrysler impact area will sit on the NAC
The NAC will hold a series of meetings with the developer and the city to…
Identify how the Fiat Chrysler expansion project will impact the community…
And come to an agreement on a how impacts should be addressed and how to ensure community benefit 


WHAT IS AN
IMPACT AREA?

The planning department
reviews the project scope and
defines the impact area.

The impact area is determined to identify

who can serve on the Neighborhood Advisory
Council (NAC) and who can vote to select a
representative to serve on the NAC.

The CBO process is set up to focus discussion
around the impact area residents,

however all meetings are open to the public and
all are welcome to participate in the process.

MEMBERS DEVELOPMENT
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NAC Selection. All Neighborhood Advisory Council members will be residents who live within the Impact Area
The community directly elects 2 members
You’ll be voting on those 2 next Wednesday, March 20th
City Council appoints 3 NAC members
And the Planning and Development Department appoints 4
The City also selects an alternate as a back-up just in case a NAC member is unable to participate

NAC Roles & Responsibilities

ELIGIBILITY

 Resident of the impact area
« At least 18 years of age

REQUIREMENTS

« Attend all 5 scheduled meetings.

 Develop NAC impact list.

 Review Community Benefits Report written by the Planning and Development.
 Develop a letter of consensus of the proposed Community Benefits.

« Compliance: Review biannual compliance report to monitor progress and status of
project.
« Compliance: Attend annual meeting to discuss the status of the project.

RESPONSIBILITIES

* You cannot use thisposition for personal gain.

* You are agreeing to represent your fellowresidents.

* You are agreeing to provide feedback for the community.

 You are agreeing to work together with fellow NAC members to make official
recommendations to mitigate any negative impacts of the project.

* You are advising the City of Detroit and City Council on how best to mitigate impacts.

Meeting 6 - TBD
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As you may of heard Mayor Duggan say on TV, we only have 60 days to make the Fiat Chrysler deal happen. Those 60 days expire on April 27th!
Meeting 1 is today. When the Community Benefits Process is introduced
Next Wednesday is Meeting 2. That’s when the NAC election takes place
At Meeting 3, Fiat Chrysler will lay out all the details of the project: traffic, jobs, etc
At Meeting 4, the NAC will present it’s response: what the concerns are, and what the desired community benefits are
At Meeting 5, Fiat Chrysler will present its response to the NAC. Then the NAC will vote whether to approve the Community Benefits Package
By April 12th, a Community Benefit Provision Agreement is due to City Council so that it can be approved by the April 27th deadline
