On behalf of the current members of the Board of Police Commissioners, 
thank you for joining with the community to celebrate the 1974 City Charter 
and its visionary creaƟon of civilian oversight of the police department and 
how its creaƟon helped forge a new era of police-community relaƟons for 
Detroit.

InIn the aŌermath of the civil uprising in 1967, Detroit residents pushed for 
systemic reforms against police harassment and brutality. Those reforms 
were enacted at the polls in 1973. While the elecƟon of the city's first black 
mayor in Coleman A. Young capƟvated history and culture, the most 
visionary change came in the creaƟon of a civilian board to oversee the 
Detroit Police Department. 

InIn 2019, Detroit commemorates 45 years since the first board of five 
appointed police commissioners met and began public review of police 
policies and acƟons in open meeƟngs. Today, there are 11 police 
commissioners -- seven elected and four mayoral appointees -- but all sƟll 
serve as dedicated volunteers and sƟll meet once a week to ensure a public 
forum for everyone who wants to talk about police, public safety and law 
enforcement.

TheThe community vision behind the 1974 was truly remarkable, and it 
endures in this vital civil rights arena today.

She led the 
Division's group conducƟng paƩern-or-pracƟce 
invesƟgaƟons of law enforcement agencies, 
including liƟgaƟng and negoƟaƟng seƩlement 
agagreements to resolve invesƟgaƟve findings. 
She also helped coordinate the Department's 
broader efforts to ensure consƟtuƟonal policing, 
and her championship of police reforms span 
from the aŌermath of the Rodney King beaƟng 
in Los Angeles to Ferguson.
