We would like to remind residents to follow the city’s guidelines regarding yard waste, bulk col-
lection and illegal dumping. Residents must adhere to the following guidelines to ensure your
collection will be picked up on your scheduled pickup date and to prevent being ticketed:

Yard Waste N | Bulk Collection

™ Bulk items should be no more than 1,000
pounds or exceed two cubic yards in
volume

I Residents must place
grass clippings, leaves,
and small twigs that
are no more than two
