Reasonably ascertainable records for the subject property extended back to approximately 1915.  
Data failure occurred prior to that date. However, PM did not identify any significant data gaps 
during the completion of this Phase I ESA. 
 
Standard and other historical sources were able to document that the subject property was 
developed prior to 1915 with a church building in the northern portion. The church building was 
demolished by 1917 when a multi-family residential building with at least eight dwelling units was 
constructed in the northeastern and southern portions and three associated garages were 
constructed in the northwestern portion. The buildings were demolished in 1975 and the subject 
property has remained vacant land since that time.

PM has included a discussion of Non-ASTM Scope Considerations based upon industry 
standards and lender requirements.  A Business Environmental Risk is defined as a risk which 
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can have a material environmental or environmentally-driven impact on the business associated 
with the current or planned use of a parcel of commercial real estate, not necessarily limited to 
those environmental issues required to be investigated in this practice.  The following significant 
Non-ASTM Scope Considerations and/or BERs were identified during completion of this Phase I 
ESA:  
 

 The subject property was historically developed with residential dwellings, which likely 
contained basements. It is PM’s experience that a common practice in Detroit during the 
timeframes of demolition for the former dwellings was to demolish the building into the 
basement and leave all building materials present. Building materials associated with 
former dwellings may have been pushed into basements during and/or after demolition 
and utilized as fill material. If construction debris and/or fill materials are encountered 
during redevelopment activities of the subject property parcels, further evaluation may be 
necessary. 

 
Recommendations

4.3: Assessing Department 
 
Reasonably ascertainable assessment information provided by the City of Detroit Office of the 
Assessor was obtained and reviewed. Assessing records document that the subject property 
consists of one parcel totaling 0.39 acres of vacant land. Historical field cards were included in 
the records reviewed; however, no relevant information was obtained through their review. Copies 
of available assessment information for the subject property and the current legal description are 
included in Appendix B. 
 

4.4: Building Department 
 
PM reviewed City of Detroit Department of Buildings, Safety Engineering and Environmental 
records for the subject property. The table below describes the permit issued, the date of 
issuance, and the reason for issue.

PM also attempted to review oil and gas records for the subject property; however, no records 
were available for review. 
 

4.5: Fire Department 
 
PM submitted a Freedom of Information Act (FOIA) request to the City of Detroit FOIA Coordinator 
at the City of Detroit Law Department to review Fire Department records for the subject property. 
PM did not receive a response within the time constraints of this report. If PM does receive a 
response, and it changes the findings of the report, the client will be notified. 
 

4.6: Health Department 
 
PM submitted a FOIA request to the City of Detroit Health Department, Division of Environmental 
Health and Safety to review records for the subject property. PM did not receive a response within 
the time constraints of this report.  If PM does receive a response, and it changes the findings of 
the report, the client will be notified. Based on information gathered as part of this Phase I ESA 
and PM’s experience with files maintained by this office, it is unlikely that information provided will 
be relevant to this assessment. Therefore, PM has not identified this lack of response as a data 
failure that represents a significant data gap. 
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4.7: Utilities 
 

4.7.1: Municipal Water/Water Wells 
 
Municipal water is available to the subject property; however, the subject property is not currently 
connected to municipal water. According to a representative of the Detroit Water and Sewerage 
Department, no tap records were available for the subject property. Review of Sanborn maps 
indicates that municipal water has been available to the subject property since at least 1925. PM 
also reviewed available municipal sewer maps which documented that municipal sewer has been 
available in the vicinity of the subject property since at least 1900. Based on this information and 
the highly urban area, the former buildings on the subject property likely tapped to municipal water 
during construction. Municipal water was likely available during the same time. No records of 
private water wells have been identified through review of reasonably ascertainable information.  
 

4.7.2: Sanitary Sewer/Septic System 
 
Municipal sewer is available to the subject property; however, the subject property is not currently 
connected to municipal sewer. According to a representative of the Detroit Water and Sewerage 
Department, no tap records were available for the subject property. Review of utility maps 
indicates municipal sewer has been available to the subject property area since at least 1900. 
Based on this information and the highly urban area, the former buildings on the subject property 
likely tapped to municipal sewer during construction. No records of private septic systems have 
been identified through review of reasonably ascertainable information. 
 

4.7.3: Heat Source 
 
Natural Gas provided by DTE Energy is currently available to the subject property, however, the 
subject property is not currently connected to natural gas. Review of the natural gas distribution 
map indicates natural gas has been available to the subject property area since at least 1915. 
Therefore, the former buildings on the subject property were likely connected to natural gas during 
development, or within several years of natural gas availability. No alternative heat sources have 
been identified through review of reasonably ascertainable information. 
 

4.8: Underground Storage Tank (UST) Systems 
 
Review of reasonably ascertainable standard and other historical sources, and site observations, 
have not identified the current presence of USTs on the subject property.  Specifically, no records 
of active USTs were identified though review of reasonably ascertainable records and PM did not 
observe any evidence of USTs (i.e. fill ports, vent pipes, etc.) during the site reconnaissance.  
Additionally, the current owner indicated she had no knowledge of current USTs associated with 
the subject property. 
 

4.9: Previous Environmental Reports

of the previous Phase I ESA, a copy of which is included in Appendix C.

Using the referenced criteria and 
based upon a review of readily available information contained within the regulatory database 
report, PM did not identify adjoining (i.e., bordering) or nearby sites (e.g., properties within a ¼-
mile radius) listed in the regulatory database report that were judged to present a potential 
environmental risk to the subject property. 
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10.0 FINDINGS, OPINIONS AND CONCLUSIONS  
 

10.1: De Minimis Condition 
 
A de minimis condition, as defined in the ASTM Standard, is a condition that generally does not 
present a threat to human health or the environment and generally would not be the subject of an 
enforcement action if brought to the attention of appropriate governmental agencies.  Conditions 
determined to be de minimis are not RECs or CRECs.  No de minimis conditions were identified 
during this assessment.   
 

10.2: Significant Data Gaps  
 
A data gap, as defined in the ASTM Standard, is a lack of or inability to obtain information required 
by the ASTM Standard despite good faith efforts by the environmental professional to gather such 
information.  The environmental professional must then determine whether these gaps are 
significant.  PM did not identify or encounter any instances of significant data gaps during the 
course of this ESA.  
 

10.3: Historical Recognized Environmental Conditions (HRECs) 
 
An HREC, as defined in the ASTM Standard, is a past release of hazardous substances or 
petroleum products that has occurred in connection with the subject property and has been 
addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted 
residential use criteria established by a regulatory authority, without subjecting the subject 
property to any required controls.  PM has not identified any HRECs in association with the subject 
property. 
 

10.4: Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs) 
 
We have performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope 
and limitations of ASTM Practice E 1527-13 of the Vacant Land located at 1312 Seward Avenue, 
Detroit, Wayne County, Michigan, the subject property.  Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this 
practice are described in Section 1.4 of this report.  This assessment has revealed no evidence 
of recognized environmental conditions connected with the subject property. 
 

10.5: Controlled Recognized Environmental Conditions (CRECs) 
 
A CREC, as defined in the ASTM Standard, is a recognized environmental condition (REC) 
resulting from a past release of hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been 
addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority with hazardous substances or 
petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject to the implementation of required controls.

Preface
Soil surveys contain information that affects land use planning in survey areas. 
They highlight soil limitations that affect various land uses and provide information 
about the properties of the soils in the survey areas. Soil surveys are designed for 
many different users, including farmers, ranchers, foresters, agronomists, urban 
planners, community officials, engineers, developers, builders, and home buyers. 
Also, conservationists, teachers, students, and specialists in recreation, waste 
disposal, and pollution control can use the surveys to help them understand, 
protect, or enhance the environment.

Various land use regulations of Federal, State, and local governments may impose 
special restrictions on land use or land treatment. Soil surveys identify soil 
properties that are used in making various land use or land treatment decisions. 
The information is intended to help the land users identify and reduce the effects of 
soil limitations on various land uses. The landowner or user is responsible for 
identifying and complying with existing laws and regulations.

Although soil survey information can be used for general farm, local, and wider area 
planning, onsite investigation is needed to supplement this information in some 
cases. Examples include soil quality assessments (http://www.nrcs.usda.gov/wps/
portal/nrcs/main/soils/health/) and certain conservation and engineering 
applications.

Great differences in soil properties can occur within short distances. Some soils are 
seasonally wet or subject to flooding. Some are too unstable to be used as a 
foundation for buildings or roads. Clayey or wet soils are poorly suited to use as 
septic tank absorption fields. A high water table makes a soil poorly suited to 
basements or underground installations.

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How Soil Surveys Are Made
Soil surveys are made to provide information about the soils and miscellaneous 
areas in a specific area. They include a description of the soils and miscellaneous 
areas and their location on the landscape and tables that show soil properties and 
limitations affecting various uses. Soil scientists observed the steepness, length, 
and shape of the slopes; the general pattern of drainage; the kinds of crops and 
native plants; and the kinds of bedrock. They observed and described many soil 
profiles. A soil profile is the sequence of natural layers, or horizons, in a soil. The 
profile extends from the surface down into the unconsolidated material in which the 
soil formed or from the surface down to bedrock. The unconsolidated material is 
devoid of roots and other living organisms and has not been changed by other 
biological activity.

Currently, soils are mapped according to the boundaries of major land resource 
areas (MLRAs). MLRAs are geographically associated land resource units that 
share common characteristics related to physiography, geology, climate, water 
resources, soils, biological resources, and land uses (USDA, 2006). Soil survey 
areas typically consist of parts of one or more MLRA.

The soils and miscellaneous areas in a survey area occur in an orderly pattern that 
is related to the geology, landforms, relief, climate, and natural vegetation of the 
area. Each kind of soil and miscellaneous area is associated with a particular kind 
of landform or with a segment of the landform. By observing the soils and 
miscellaneous areas in the survey area and relating their position to specific 
segments of the landform, a soil scientist develops a concept, or model, of how they 
were formed. Thus, during mapping, this model enables the soil scientist to predict 
with a considerable degree of accuracy the kind of soil or miscellaneous area at a 
specific location on the landscape.

Commonly, individual soils on the landscape merge into one another as their 
characteristics gradually change. To construct an accurate soil map, however, soil 
scientists must determine the boundaries between the soils. They can observe only 
a limited number of soil profiles. Nevertheless, these observations, supplemented 
by an understanding of the soil-vegetation-landscape relationship, are sufficient to 
verify predictions of the kinds of soil in an area and to determine the boundaries.

Soil scientists recorded the characteristics of the soil profiles that they studied. They 
noted soil color, texture, size and shape of soil aggregates, kind and amount of rock 
fragments, distribution of plant roots, reaction, and other features that enable them 
to identify soils. After describing the soils in the survey area and determining their 
properties, the soil scientists assigned the soils to taxonomic classes (units). 
Taxonomic classes are concepts. Each taxonomic class has a set of soil 
characteristics with precisely defined limits. The classes are used as a basis for 
comparison to classify soils systematically. Soil taxonomy, the system of taxonomic 
classification used in the United States, is based mainly on the kind and character 
of soil properties and the arrangement of horizons within the profile. After the soil 
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scientists classified and named the soils in the survey area, they compared the 
individual soils with similar soils in the same taxonomic class in other areas so that 
they could confirm data and assemble additional data based on experience and 
research.

The objective of soil mapping is not to delineate pure map unit components; the 
objective is to separate the landscape into landforms or landform segments that 
have similar use and management requirements. Each map unit is defined by a 
unique combination of soil components and/or miscellaneous areas in predictable 
proportions. Some components may be highly contrasting to the other components 
of the map unit. The presence of minor components in a map unit in no way 
diminishes the usefulness or accuracy of the data. The delineation of such 
landforms and landform segments on the map provides sufficient information for the 
development of resource plans. If intensive use of small areas is planned, onsite 
investigation is needed to define and locate the soils and miscellaneous areas.

Soil scientists make many field observations in the process of producing a soil map. 
The frequency of observation is dependent upon several factors, including scale of 
mapping, intensity of mapping, design of map units, complexity of the landscape, 
and experience of the soil scientist. Observations are made to test and refine the 
soil-landscape model and predictions and to verify the classification of the soils at 
specific locations. Once the soil-landscape model is refined, a significantly smaller 
number of measurements of individual soil properties are made and recorded. 
These measurements may include field measurements, such as those for color, 
depth to bedrock, and texture, and laboratory measurements, such as those for 
content of sand, silt, clay, salt, and other components. Properties of each soil 
typically vary from one point to another across the landscape.

Observations for map unit components are aggregated to develop ranges of 
characteristics for the components. The aggregated values are presented. Direct 
measurements do not exist for every property presented for every map unit 
component. Values for some properties are estimated from combinations of other 
properties.

While a soil survey is in progress, samples of some of the soils in the area generally 
are collected for laboratory analyses and for engineering tests. Soil scientists 
interpret the data from these analyses and tests as well as the field-observed 
characteristics and the soil properties to determine the expected behavior of the 
soils under different uses. Interpretations for all of the soils are field tested through 
observation of the soils in different uses and under different levels of management. 
Some interpretations are modified to fit local conditions, and some new 
interpretations are developed to meet local needs. Data are assembled from other 
sources, such as research information, production records, and field experience of 
specialists. For example, data on crop yields under defined levels of management 
are assembled from farm records and from field or plot experiments on the same 
kinds of soil.

Predictions about soil behavior are based not only on soil properties but also on 
such variables as climate and biological activity. Soil conditions are predictable over 
long periods of time, but they are not predictable from year to year. For example, 
soil scientists can predict with a fairly high degree of accuracy that a given soil will 
have a high water table within certain depths in most years, but they cannot predict 
that a high water table will always be at a specific level in the soil on a specific date.

After soil scientists located and identified the significant natural bodies of soil in the 
survey area, they drew the boundaries of these bodies on aerial photographs and 
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identified each as a specific map unit. Aerial photographs show trees, buildings, 
fields, roads, and rivers, all of which help in locating boundaries accurately.

Map Unit Descriptions
The map units delineated on the detailed soil maps in a soil survey represent the 
soils or miscellaneous areas in the survey area. The map unit descriptions, along 
with the maps, can be used to determine the composition and properties of a unit.

A map unit delineation on a soil map represents an area dominated by one or more 
major kinds of soil or miscellaneous areas. A map unit is identified and named 
according to the taxonomic classification of the dominant soils. Within a taxonomic 
class there are precisely defined limits for the properties of the soils. On the 
landscape, however, the soils are natural phenomena, and they have the 
characteristic variability of all natural phenomena. Thus, the range of some 
observed properties may extend beyond the limits defined for a taxonomic class. 
Areas of soils of a single taxonomic class rarely, if ever, can be mapped without 
including areas of other taxonomic classes. Consequently, every map unit is made 
up of the soils or miscellaneous areas for which it is named and some minor 
components that belong to taxonomic classes other than those of the major soils.

Most minor soils have properties similar to those of the dominant soil or soils in the 
map unit, and thus they do not affect use and management. These are called 
noncontrasting, or similar, components. They may or may not be mentioned in a 
particular map unit description. Other minor components, however, have properties 
and behavioral characteristics divergent enough to affect use or to require different 
management. These are called contrasting, or dissimilar, components. They 
generally are in small areas and could not be mapped separately because of the 
scale used. Some small areas of strongly contrasting soils or miscellaneous areas 
are identified by a special symbol on the maps. If included in the database for a 
given area, the contrasting minor components are identified in the map unit 
descriptions along with some characteristics of each. A few areas of minor 
components may not have been observed, and consequently they are not 
mentioned in the descriptions, especially where the pattern was so complex that it 
was impractical to make enough observations to identify all the soils and 
miscellaneous areas on the landscape.

The presence of minor components in a map unit in no way diminishes the 
usefulness or accuracy of the data. The objective of mapping is not to delineate 
pure taxonomic classes but rather to separate the landscape into landforms or 
landform segments that have similar use and management requirements. The 
delineation of such segments on the map provides sufficient information for the 
development of resource plans. If intensive use of small areas is planned, however, 
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onsite investigation is needed to define and locate the soils and miscellaneous 
areas.

An identifying symbol precedes the map unit name in the map unit descriptions. 
Each description includes general facts about the unit and gives important soil 
properties and qualities.

Soils that have profiles that are almost alike make up a soil series. Except for 
differences in texture of the surface layer, all the soils of a series have major 
horizons that are similar in composition, thickness, and arrangement.

Soils of one series can differ in texture of the surface layer, slope, stoniness, 
salinity, degree of erosion, and other characteristics that affect their use. On the 
basis of such differences, a soil series is divided into soil phases. Most of the areas 
shown on the detailed soil maps are phases of soil series. The name of a soil phase 
commonly indicates a feature that affects use or management. For example, Alpha 
silt loam, 0 to 2 percent slopes, is a phase of the Alpha series.

Some map units are made up of two or more major soils or miscellaneous areas. 
These map units are complexes, associations, or undifferentiated groups.

A complex consists of two or more soils or miscellaneous areas in such an intricate 
pattern or in such small areas that they cannot be shown separately on the maps. 
The pattern and proportion of the soils or miscellaneous areas are somewhat similar 
in all areas. Alpha-Beta complex, 0 to 6 percent slopes, is an example.

An association is made up of two or more geographically associated soils or 
miscellaneous areas that are shown as one unit on the maps. Because of present 
or anticipated uses of the map units in the survey area, it was not considered 
practical or necessary to map the soils or miscellaneous areas separately. The 
pattern and relative proportion of the soils or miscellaneous areas are somewhat 
similar. Alpha-Beta association, 0 to 2 percent slopes, is an example.

An undifferentiated group is made up of two or more soils or miscellaneous areas 
that could be mapped individually but are mapped as one unit because similar 
interpretations can be made for use and management. The pattern and proportion 
of the soils or miscellaneous areas in a mapped area are not uniform. An area can 
be made up of only one of the major soils or miscellaneous areas, or it can be made 
up of all of them. Alpha and Beta soils, 0 to 2 percent slopes, is an example.

Some surveys include miscellaneous areas. Such areas have little or no soil 
material and support little or no vegetation. Rock outcrop is an example.

Soil Reports
The Soil Reports section includes various formatted tabular and narrative reports 
(tables) containing data for each selected soil map unit and each component of 
each unit. No aggregation of data has occurred as is done in reports in the Soil 
Properties and Qualities and Suitabilities and Limitations sections.

The reports contain soil interpretive information as well as basic soil properties and 
qualities. A description of each report (table) is included.

Soil Qualities and Features

This folder contains tabular reports that present various soil qualities and features. 
The reports (tables) include all selected map units and components for each map 
unit. Soil qualities are behavior and performance attributes that are not directly 
measured, but are inferred from observations of dynamic conditions and from soil 
properties. Example soil qualities include natural drainage, and frost action. Soil 
features are attributes that are not directly part of the soil. Example soil features 
include slope and depth to restrictive layer. These features can greatly impact the 
use and management of the soil.

Soil Features

This table gives estimates of various soil features. The estimates are used in land 
use planning that involves engineering considerations.

A restrictive layer is a nearly continuous layer that has one or more physical, 
chemical, or thermal properties that significantly impede the movement of water and 
air through the soil or that restrict roots or otherwise provide an unfavorable root 
environment. Examples are bedrock, cemented layers, dense layers, and frozen 
layers. The table indicates the hardness and thickness of the restrictive layer, both 
of which significantly affect the ease of excavation. Depth to top is the vertical 
distance from the soil surface to the upper boundary of the restrictive layer.

Subsidence is the settlement of organic soils or of saturated mineral soils of very 
low density. Subsidence generally results from either desiccation and shrinkage, or 
oxidation of organic material, or both, following drainage. Subsidence takes place 
gradually, usually over a period of several years. The table shows the expected 
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initial subsidence, which usually is a result of drainage, and total subsidence, which 
results from a combination of factors.

Potential for frost action is the likelihood of upward or lateral expansion of the soil 
caused by the formation of segregated ice lenses (frost heave) and the subsequent 
collapse of the soil and loss of strength on thawing. Frost action occurs when 
moisture moves into the freezing zone of the soil. Temperature, texture, density, 
saturated hydraulic conductivity (Ksat), content of organic matter, and depth to the 
water table are the most important factors considered in evaluating the potential for 
frost action. It is assumed that the soil is not insulated by vegetation or snow and is 
not artificially drained. Silty and highly structured, clayey soils that have a high water 
table in winter are the most susceptible to frost action. Well drained, very gravelly, 
or very sandy soils are the least susceptible. Frost heave and low soil strength 
during thawing cause damage to pavements and other rigid structures.

Risk of corrosion pertains to potential soil-induced electrochemical or chemical 
action that corrodes or weakens uncoated steel or concrete. The rate of corrosion of 
uncoated steel is related to such factors as soil moisture, particle-size distribution, 
acidity, and electrical conductivity of the soil. The rate of corrosion of concrete is 
based mainly on the sulfate and sodium content, texture, moisture content, and 
acidity of the soil. Special site examination and design may be needed if the 
combination of factors results in a severe hazard of corrosion. The steel or concrete 
in installations that intersect soil boundaries or soil layers is more susceptible to 
corrosion than the steel or concrete in installations that are entirely within one kind 
of soil or within one soil layer.

For uncoated steel, the risk of corrosion, expressed as low, moderate, or high, is 
based on soil drainage class, total acidity, electrical resistivity near field capacity, 
and electrical conductivity of the saturation extract.

For concrete, the risk of corrosion also is expressed as low, moderate, or high. It is 
based on soil texture, acidity, and amount of sulfates in the saturation extract.

INTROI)UCT1ON AND PURPOSE

Triad Environmental Services (TES) of Fludsonville, Michigan has been requested by Ms.

Sauda Shakoor-Ahmad of S & S Development Group, LLC to conduct a Phase I Environmental

Assessment for the property located at 1312 Seward Street, Detroit, Wayne County. Michigan.

For the purposes of this report this property will be referred to as the “subject site”. This study

was prompted by a potential real estate loan. Although blatant disregards for the environment

appear to be minima] at the subject site, federal legislation enforced by the United States

Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) can allow a state to hold responsible any

contamination or environmental degradation detected at a site to that of the present owner

and/or mortgagor. To aid in her “Due Diligence” obligations, Ms. Shakoor-Ahmad has

requested TES to produce a confidential Phase I Environmental Assessment. This assessment

will provide valid environmental information including 1) a thorough review of pertinent

background information pertaining to the subject site’s environment and 2) a detailed field

reconnaissance investigation of the subject site. All database research, fieldwork and

interviewing for this environmental assessment was conducted by TES representative, Mr.

Roger Redhen.

TES has prepared this report for the benefit of Ms. Sauda Shakoor-Ahmad, S & S Development

Group, LLC and ShoreBank Development Corporation and should not be relied upon by any

other person or entity without written authorization of TES.

BACKGROUND SITE INFORMATION

The primary purpose for reviewing the available subject site information during an

environmental assessment is to identii~’ past operations or incidents, occurring either on-site or

at nearby sites, that might possibly impact the subject site’s present environmental conditions.

For this reason the TES research investigator initiated performance of the environmental

assessment conducted for the properties, which are located at 13] 2 Seward Street, Detroit by

gathering and reviewing several state and federal databases and conducting an on-site
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investigation. Database information was collected from the federal United States

Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) CERCLIS database, Michigan Department of

Environmental Quality (MDEQ) Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST) list, M.DEQ

Environmental Response (ERD) - Part 201 list, MDEQ Underground Storage Tank (UST) list,

Solid Waste Division’s list and the Treatment, Storage or Disposal Facilities list. Historical

background infornrntion was obtained from Ms. Sauda Shakoor--Ahmad, the prospective owner

of the property and Mr. Cox, an adjacent property owner for the past 23 years. Finally, Federal

Storm Water Criteria were also reviewed. The following sections describe the background

information found pertinent in performing the environmental assessment conducted at the

referenced site.

SITE LOCATION AN]) DESCRIPTION

The Site, which is located at 1312 Seward Street, Detroit, Michigan, has a parcel number of

06001 746 and is located on the northwestern corner of the intersection of Seward Street and

Merrill Street. Geologically, it appears to be located in Northeast Quarter (NE ¼) of Section

36, Town I South, Range 11 East, City of Detroit, Wayne County, Michigan. Its legal

description as provided by the City of Detroit Property database is as follows:

“North Seward East 3fret 3 2-1 Block 13 Becks Sicbdivision, Liber 4’ page 59 ofHats, WC R
6/109 96.50X175.22.”

This vacant rectangular-shaped property consists of level grassy vegetation, concrete sidewalks

on its southern and eastern sides and piles of construction materials located on its northern

border. These piles are associated with the renovations that are taking place on the property to

the north along Merrill Street.

Access to the property is only from Merrill Street to the east. While no utilities are currently

used at the site, utilities available to it are: electricity, telephone, natural gas and municipal

water and sewer.
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The subject site is surrounded by Merrill Street. followed by apartments to the east, by an alley

followed by apartments to the north and by residential properties to the west and by Seward

Street followed by a vacant lot to the south. Please see Figure #1 — Site Location Map.

IMPROVEMENT AND USAGE HISTORY

According to Ms. Sauda Shakoor-A,hmad, the prospective owner of the property and confirmed

by Mr. Cox. an adjacent property owner for the past 23 years, the property has lain vacant for

approximately 25 years. Prior to that there were apartment complexes on the property.

Site topography as indicated on both the Detroit Topographical Quadrangle and the site visit

show that the site is situated on a slight southeastern slope draining towards the Detroit River,

which is approximately 3.5 miles away. See Figure 142 for a Topographic Map of the area.

Without conducting hvdro-geologic studies, it is assumed that the groundwater will behave

similar to the surface water and be directed to the southeast. Thus only sites located northwest

of the subject site have the capacity of adversely affecting it if groundwater flow from those

sites does not intersect the man-made lake.
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From the database results listed above, there are no sites with known contamination that meet

this criterion.

CLEAN WATER ACT - STORM WATER RUNOFF COMPLIANCE

Since this property has been residential housing and is currently vacant property, it is not

regulated under the federal storm water regulations at 40 CFR l22.26(b)(14).

FIELD INVESTIGATION

On Wednesday, June 18, 2008. TES field staff representative, Roger Redl.ien. conducted a field

reconnaissance inspection of the subject site. The field inspection included noting aH visible

signs of possible environmental impaction and contamination.

Weather conditions during the inspection were warm (60’s F), slight breezes (wind speeds

ranging from 0-5 mph) and cloudy.

The visual inspection encompassed the subject site as a whole, checking for both sources and

pathways that contamination could emanate from the property and adversely affect the health

and welfare of the general public. The following observations were noted:

- The site is situated in a residential area with nex\ly renovated apartments to the
north (Picture A), a singl.e family home to the west (Picture B), Seward Street
followed by a vacant lot to the south (Picture C) and Merrill Street followed by
parking and an apartment building to the east (Picture D). All pictures may be seen
on the next page.

The subject site is currently vacant land with sidewalks along its southern and
eastern sides and piles of construction materials along its northern border. See the
picture at the beginning of this report.
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- No containers that contain hazardous waste or petroleum-based products were found
any where on the property.

- No evidence of electrical transformers, underground storage tanks or aboveground
storage tanks was found on this property.

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CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The current avai]able information suggests that the following conclusions and

recommendations should be made. These arc:

1) Current available data suggests that there are no off-site sources of known
contamination that meet the directional criteria of having the capability of adversely
impacting the subject site.

TERMINOLOGY 
 
The following provides definitions and descriptions of certain terms that may be used in 
this report.  Several terms are defined by ASTM Standard Practice E 1527.  The 
Standard Practice should be referenced for further detail (such as the precise wording), 
related definitions, or additional explanation regarding the meaning of terms. 
 
Asbestos containing material (ACM): Any material found to contain greater than 1% 
asbestos using an analytical method that is approved by the USEPA for asbestos 
analysis. 
 
De minimis conditions: Conditions that generally do not present a material risk or 
harm to public health or the environment and that generally would not be the subject of 
an enforcement action if brought to the attention of appropriate governmental agencies. 
 
Friable material: Defined in the National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air 
Pollutants (NESHAP) as a material that can be pulverized or reduced to dust using 
hand pressure only.  
 
General risk of enforcement action: The likelihood that an environmental condition 
would be subject to enforcement action if brought to the attention of appropriate 
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governmental agencies.  If the circumstances suggest an enforcement action would be 
more likely than not, then the condition is considered a general risk of enforcement 
action.  
 
Historical recognized environmental condition (HREC): Environmental condition 
which in the past would have been considered a recognized environmental condition, 
but which may or may not be considered a recognized environmental condition 
currently.  The final decision rests with the environmental professional and will be 
influenced by the current impact of the historical recognized environmental condition on 
the subject property.  If a past release of any hazardous substances or petroleum 
products has occurred in connection with the subject property, with such remediation 
accepted by the responsible regulatory agency (for example, as evidenced by the 
issuance of a no further action letter or equivalent), this condition shall be considered a 
historical recognized environmental condition.  
 
Non-friable material: Defined by National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air 
Pollutants (NESHAP) as a material that cannot be pulverized or reduced to dust using 
hand pressure only.  According to NESHAP, non-friable building materials include those 
in Category I (packings, gaskets, resilient floor coverings/adhesives, and asphalt roofing 
materials) and those in Category II (all other materials). 
 
Recognized environmental condition (REC): The presence or likely presence of any 
hazardous substances or petroleum products on a property under conditions that 
indicate an existing release, a past release, or a material threat of a release of any 
hazardous substances or petroleum products into structures on the subject property or 
into the ground, ground water, or surface water of the subject property.  The term 
includes hazardous substances or petroleum products even under conditions in 
compliance with laws.  The term is not intended to include de minimis conditions that 
generally do not present a material risk of harm to public health or the environment and 
that generally would not be the subject of an enforcement action if brought to the 
attention of appropriate governmental agencies.   
 
Subject property: The area that is the focus of a Phase I Environmental Site 
Assessment.  The boundaries are not necessarily consistent with recorded legal 
descriptions of real estate, and are defined by the User. 
 
Suspect ACM of concern: Defined as “(I) all friable suspect ACMs (II) any non-friable 
suspect ACMs expected to be disturbed by renovation or demolition activities planned 
for the subject property.” 
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General Scope of Services for Phase I ESA 
 

The purpose of the Phase I ESA is to gather sufficient information to develop an independent professional 
opinion about the environmental condition of the subject property.  The ESA will be conducted in an 
attempt to satisfy the ASTM Standard (E-1527-13) and the U.S. EPA Standards and Practices for All 
Appropriate Inquiry as defined in the Small Business Liability Relief and Brownfields Revitalization Act.  
The Phase I ESA will encompass the following scope of work:  
 
Records Review 
 
 Federal and State database search for sites within the ASTM approximate minimum search distances. 
 Review of one or more additional state environmental record sources (e.g., fire department, health 

department, published local or state site contamination lists, etc.).  PM is typically exhaustive in inquiry 
with these resources. 

 Utilization of as many of the ASTM standard historical sources as necessary and as reasonably 
ascertainable and likely to be useful to document all obvious uses of the subject property from the 
present, back to the subject property’s first developed usage (agricultural or the placement of fill) or 
1940, whichever is earlier (e.g., aerial photographs, fire insurance maps, topographic maps, street 
directories, building record and other sources including knowledgeable interviewees).  PM is typically 
exhaustive in usage of these resources to document subject property historical usages.  Chain of title 
is not typically consulted by PM unless all other standard and historical sources cannot 
adequately document subject property usages or if required by a lender.  A separate fee to the 
lump sum quoted will be assessed for obtainment of chain of title. 

 A records review in accordance with the requirements for a Vapor Intrusion Assessment per ASTM E-
2600-08 is not included in this scope of work. 
 

Site Reconnaissance 
 
 The objective of the site reconnaissance is to obtain information regarding the likelihood of recognized 

environmental conditions in connection with the subject property. 
 The exterior of the subject property and any structures, as well as, pathways, roads, etc., will be 

visually and physically observed. 
 The interior of the structures on the subject property will be visually and physically observed.  This 

includes all common areas, maintenance and repair rooms, boiler rooms and representative number of 
occupant spaces.  Observations under floors, above ceilings or behind walls are not required unless 
specified by requirements other than the ASTM standard. 

 PM will evaluate non-ASTM scope issues with a visual inspection, and comment on asbestos 
containing building materials, lead based paint, and water intrusion associated with mold. Sampling is 
not included within this scope of work, but can be completed under a separate proposal.  

 Current and past uses of the subject property and adjoining properties, and general uses of 
surrounding properties, to the extent visually and physically observed will be recorded.  Emphasis is 
placed on subject property or adjoining property usages involving use, treatment, storage, disposal or 
generation of hazardous substances or petroleum products.  These observations may include process 
details on raw material and waste management practices. 

 General description of structures and improvements on the subject property (number and age of 
buildings, ancillary structures, utilities, storage tanks, hazardous substance and petroleum product 
usage, general chemical or raw material usage, heating and cooling, stains, solid waste, waste water, 
etc.). 
 

Interviews with Owners and Occupants 
 
 Interviews with owners, occupants, key site manager and user (person on behalf Phase I ESA 

conducted), typically with regard to information about current and historical uses, general site setting 
information, site specific documents, litigation, administrative orders, notices of violations with regard to 
environmental issues, etc. 
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Interviews with Local Government Officials 
 
 A reasonable attempt will be made to interview at least one staff member of any of the following: the 

local fire department, the local agency or state agency having jurisdiction over environmental matters in 
the area in which the subject property is located, and/or the local health department.  PM is typically 
exhaustive in its inquiry of these sources, unless professional experience has indicated the resource is 
not beneficial.  
 

Evaluation and Report Preparation 
 
 The report of the Phase I ESA findings will generally follow the ASTM format unless otherwise 

requested by the client or as outlined in any applicable lender requirements.  The report will include 
documentation of sources, methodology, limitations, and credentials.  Liability/risk evaluations, 
recommendations for Phase II ESA testing and remediation techniques are not provided within the 
scope of an ASTM performed assessment.  Phase I ESA reports are kept in the strictest client 
confidence and are issued directly to the client.  Issuance or reliance on the Phase I ESA report for 
purposes of making loan decisions by a private lender may be included in the Phase I ESA report if 
specified by the client.  
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USER’S CONTINUING OBLIGATIONS UNDER CERCLA 
 
Conducting a Phase I ESA alone does not provide a landowner with protection against 
CERCLA liability.  Landowners who want to maintain a bona Fide Prospective 
Purchaser, an Innocent Landowner, or a Contiguous Property Owner Defense must 
also comply with other pre-acquisition and post-acquisition requirements in the 
CERCLA regulations and AAI standards.  The responsibilities for each defense are 
summarized below. 
 
Bona Fide Prospective Purchaser Responsibilities 
 
The Bona Fide Prospective Purchaser defense is intended for individuals or entities 
purchasing a property known to be contaminated.  To obtain and maintain the defense, 
the individual or entity seeking the defense must also satisfy the following requirements 
(AAI, Section II D.1.): 
 

 Have acquired a property after all disposal activities involving hazardous substances 
ceased at the property; 

 Provide all legally required notices with respect to the discovery or release of any 
hazardous substances at the property; 

 Exercise appropriate care by taking reasonable steps to stop continuing releases, 
prevent any threatened future releases, and prevent or limit human, environmental, 
or natural resources exposure to any previously released hazardous substance; 

 Provide full cooperation, assistance, and access to persons authorized to conduct 
response actions or natural resource restorations; 

 Comply with land use restrictions established or relied on in connection with a 
response action; 

 Not impede the effectiveness or integrity of any institutional controls; 

 Comply with any CERCLA request for information or administrative subpoena; and 

 Not be potentially liable, or affiliated with any other person who is potentially liable 
for response costs for addressing releases at the property. 

 
Innocent Landowner Responsibilities 
 
The Innocent Landowner Defense protects individuals or entities (ultimately the 
“property owner”) purchasing a property that is not known to be contaminated.  The 
property owner must also satisfy the following requirements to obtain and maintain the 
defense (AAI, Section II D.3 and CERCLA Section 107(b)(3)): 
 

 Have no reason to know that any hazardous substance which is the subject of a 
release of threatened release was disposed of on, in, or at the facility; 

 Provide full cooperation, assistance and access to persons authorized to conduct 
response actions at the property; 

 Comply with any land use restrictions and not impeding the effectiveness or integrity 
of any institutional controls; 
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 Take reasonable steps to stop continuing releases, prevent any threatened release, 
and prevent to limit human, environmental, or natural resource exposure to any 
hazardous substances released on or from the landowner’s property; 

 Demonstrate that the act or omission that caused the release or threat of release of 
hazardous substances and the resulting damages were caused by the third party 
with whom the person does not have employment, agency, or contractual 
relationship; 

 Exercise due care with respect to the hazardous substance concerned, taking into 
consideration the characteristics of such hazardous substance, in light of all relevant 
facts and circumstances; 

 Take precautions against foreseeable acts or omissions of a third party and the 
consequences that could result from such acts or omissions. 

 
Contiguous Property Owner Defense 
 
The Contiguous Property Owner Defense protects individuals or entities purchasing a 
property that is not known to be contaminated, but could be contaminated by migration 
from a contiguous property owned by someone else.  To qualify as a contiguous 
property owner, a landowner must have no knowledge of contamination prior to 
acquisition, or reason to know of contamination at the time of acquisition, have 
conducted AAI, and meet all of the criteria set forth in AAI Section II.D.2 and CERCLA 
Section 107(q)(1)(A), which include: 
 

 Not cause, contribute, or consent to the release or threatened release; 

 Not be potentially liable nor affiliated with nay other person potentially liable for 
response costs at the property; 

 Take reasonable steps to stop continuing releases, prevent any threatened release, 
and prevent or limit human, environmental, or natural resource exposure to any 
hazardous substances released on or from the landowner’s property; 

 Provide full cooperation, assistance, and access to persons authorized to conduct 
response actions or natural resource restorations; 

 Comply with land use restrictions established or relied on in connection with a 
response action; 

 Not impede the effectiveness or integrity of any institutional controls; 

 Comply with any CERCLA request for information or administrative subpoena; 

 Provide all legally required notices with respect to discovery or release of any 
hazardous substances at the property. 

 
Persons who know, or have reason to know, that the property is or could be 
contaminated at the time of acquisition of a property cannot qualify for the liability 
protection as a contiguous property owner, but may be entitles to Bona Fide 
Prospective Purchaser status. 
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
