TITLE FROM THE OUTREACH NOTICE

The City of Detroit Department of Public Works is making improvements to Rosa Parks Blvd. 
between Clairmount and W Grand Blvd. in Spring 2022 to improve safety for all- pedestrians, 

transit users, and drivers. The total estimated design and construction costs of this project are 
$9.5 million. The streetscape will include sidewalk improvements, new lighting, landscaping, 
road resurfacing, street gateway, and pavement markings and will begin construction May 

2022 to be completed November 2022.

COO PUBLIC MEETING 

The City of Detroit Department of Public Works is making improvements to Dexter Ave. 
between W. Davison St. and Webb St. in the Spring of 2023 to improve safety for all-

pedestrians, transit users, and drivers.  The total estimated design and construction costs of 
this project are $10 million.  The streetscape will include road resurfacing, sidewalk 

improvements, new lighting, landscaping and pavement markings and construction is 
anticipated to be completed by November 2023.
