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AIR QUALITY UPDATES

The State of Michigan Department of Environment, Great Lakes, and Energy (EGLE) is responsible
for air pollution permits and enforcement of any violations

In 2021 -2022, Stellantis (FCA) Mack Assembly Plant was subject to EGLE enforcement for reported
violations and is currently taking corrective action in accordance with a December 2022 consent
agreement with EGLE including:

« Update and implementation of “Nuisance Minimization Plan for Odors” for Mack Assembly Plant

» Installation of a second Regenerative Thermal Oxidizer (RTO) at the Mack Assembly Plant to reduce odors -to be
operational no later than June 30, 2023

« Installation of a new Building Management System at Southeastern High School to improve air quality and energy
efficiency at the school

« Payment of a $136,832 fine to the State of Michigan

In January 2023, EGLE began escalated enforcement action against the Jefferson North Assembly
for excess emissions. Additional updates will be provided on the EGLE Website

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AIR QUALITY UPDATES

City of Detroit Funding for Indoor Air Purifiers

Detroit City Council included a request in the most recent budget (2023 -2024) to fund 200 indoor air purifiers for residents adjacent
to the Stellantis Assembly Plants

Appropriated $200,000 to the Public Health Fund in BSEED (Buildings, Safety Engineering, and Environmental Department)

More details will be forthcoming

Air Quality Monitoring

In 2020, Stellantis installed a new air quality monitoring station (measuring PM 2.5 and NO2) at the north end of the Mack Assembly
Plant. Data from the monitor is reported quarterly to EGLE and shared with the residents via a quarterly newsletter

2021-2023: US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (MDHHS) and EGLE have
conducted various mobile and on-site air quality monitoring and sampling. Results are updated and available at:

City of Detroit BSEED is currently evaluating the need for additional air quality monitoring stations in the area
