During the warranty period, vendor will, at it sole cost and expense, correct any defects in workmanship related to the repairs performed in relation to this contract. This warranty covers labor only and does not extend to any parts used for repairs.
PART WARRANTY:

All the parts replacement warranty must be valid for 180 days minimum. Any failure to the parts and labor mush be covered by the vendor with not cost to DDOT. All the warranty parts information must be provided to the DDOT personnel for record keeping purposes. 
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
