I.  Project Overview: Construction of a new bus maintenance, storage, and operations
center on the existing Coolidge Terminal site at 14044 Schaefer Highway in Detroit,
Michigan. The entire Coolidge Terminal site will be cleared, including the demolition of
all six existing structures. The Coolidge Replacement Facility willaccommodate 24-hour
operations and initially accommodate |44 buses, with the capacity to expand to up to216
buses in the future. Both modern 40-foot buses and 60-foot articulated buses will be
stored and maintained at this facility. Three new buildings will be constructed during the
project: |) Bus Storage and Coach Services; 2) Fleet Maintenance and Parts
Storeroom; 3) Operations and Administration.
