CRIO is responsible for monitoring and enforcing

MONITORING

ÅCRIO sends  the  developer  a biannual  CBO  status request  
letter  and  a reporting  form  with  targeted  questions . This  
form  requires  the  developer  to provide  specific  updates on  
all  commitments

ÅCRIO reviews  the  submitted  information,  requests  a project  
walkthrough, documented  proofs  and/or  additional  
clarification

ÅCRIO  meets  with  various  departments  to  verify  submitted  
information

Stage 3: NAC disagrees with 
Enforcement Committee findings

If NAC disagrees 
with findings or 
determines that 

the EC is not 
diligently 
pursuing 

enforcement  - 
NAC may send 

notice to EC which 
will have 14 days 

to respond

If NAC is not 
satisfied with 
subsequent 

response from EC, 
NAC may petition 

City Clerk to 
request a City 

Council hearing 
with both the NAC 

and EC

City Council may 
elect to hold a 

hearing to 
determine if the EC 

has made 
reasonable efforts to 

ensure developer 
compliance.  

Based on its 
findings, City 

Council can require 
follow up action 

from the EC and/or 
developer.

Motor City Match -  The City shall direct the 
Detroit Economic Growth Corporation, for a 
period of not less than five (5) years after final 
approval of the TBP, to support small 
businesses located within or attempting 
entrance into the Impact Area (i) by providing 
technical assistance through the by District 
Business Liaisons and the Motor City Match 
program, including both quarterly workshops 
focused on retail and restaurants to highlight 
best practices, address regulatory challenges, 
and help program participants access funding 
as well as technical assistance awards, and (ii) 
by funding, through Motor City Match, at least 
one Motor City Match cash award for a 
business located or locating within the Impact 
Area in each of the remaining rounds funded 
by American Rescue Plan Act dollars.

If the City Council has not passed a 
resolution to establish residential permit 
parking in the Brush Park neighborhood by 
the time Developer and the City present 
the Parking Plan to the NAC, the Parking 
Plan will make a recommendation as to 
whether such residential permit parking 
zones should be authorized.
