According to Michigan law, if not
enough candidates file to run, a
primary is not held. The law skips the
primary and sends the race straight
to the General Election. These offices
will appear on the November 4, 2025,
General Election ballot, instead.

VOTING BY ABSENTEE BALLOT

If you requested an absentee ballot,
you should have received it by now.

e Use a secure drop box near your
home.

e Deliver it to an Early Voting Center
during early voting hours.

designated Early Voting Centers
(EVCs) across the city. This gives you
more time and flexibility to cast your
ballot.
