Preventing Electrical Fires
Do not overload outlets or power strips. Plugging in too many appliances 
into one power strip or daisy-chaining them together can start a fire. 

Always plug major appliances directly into wall outlets, including space 
heaters.
 
Regularly replace old, worn and/or damaged extension cords/chargers. 

Preventing Cooking Fires
Never leave your range or cooktop unattended while cooking.

Keep your cooking area clean and free of combustibles.

Be sure to clean up any spilled or splattered grease.

Preventing Product Misuse Fires
Use products as intended, including ovens.
