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Preventing Electrical Fires

¢ Do not overload outlets or power strips. Plugging in too many appliances
into one power strip or daisy-chaining them together can start a fire.

¢ Always plug major appliances directly into wall outlets, including space
heaters.

* Regularly replace old, worn and/or damaged extension cords/chargers.

Preventing Product Misuse Fires
