It appears the term limits law has influenced the legislature to promote bills which disproportionally support the concerns of special interest, while railing against causes which would help the less fortunate of Michigan, such as curtailing the recent voter approved referendum on minimum wage increases, under Senate Bill 1171, which is detailed in this report.
