The Detroit City Council will be meeting virtually using videoconferencing on Tuesday, November 17, 2020 

at 7:00 p.m. for the District 3 Evening Community Meeting. This action is being taken in accordance with the 

Michigan Open Meetings Act, as amended, which allows electronic meetings for legislative   bodies.

Although all departments will be present, the 
following departments will be present for residents to ask questions: Buildings, Safety Engineering and 
Environmental Department, Detroit Water and Sewerage Department, Department of Public Works, General 
Services Department, Department of Neighborhoods, and the Detroit Police Department.
