ADMINISTRATIVE SUMMARY

The City of Detroit's Department of Public Works (DPW), Traffic Engineering Division (TED) previously secured 100% federally
funded award from the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) grant program for the Detroit community
development through Community Development Block Grant — Disaster Recovery (CDBG - DR).

This 2026 project aims to establish remote connectivity to 198 traffic signals within the City of Detroit and to provide
Uninterruptible Power Supply (UPS) system at 40 selected signalized intersections to minimize signal blackout during power
loss.

The deployment includes installing wireless data and acquisition system, video detection and analytic system and video camera
capture and streaming system. The system is to be integrated into the City’s existing remote monitoring platform.

Cost of the project is $9.8 million.
