CHAlI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Thank you, Madam
Secretary. And, at this tinme, we'll go to the Chief of
Police report given by Deputy Chief Mchael Parish.

MR. PARI SH. Good afternoon, Board.

THE BOARD: Good afternoon

MR. PARISH Beginning with crime data, we are
up 15 percent in homcides. But let me break down the
nunbers for you. This tine |ast year, we were at 20
hom ci des year to date. This tine this year, we're at 23.
So, it's 15 percent, but it's an increase of three
hom ci des.

For non-fatal shootings, we are down 32 percent.
For robberies, we are down 2 percent. For total Part 1
violent crimes, we are up 4 percent. For carjackings, we
are down 23 percent.

There's a few high visibility case closures |'d
like to talk about. There were charges issued in a fatal

crash that killed a 9-year-old girl recently. On Friday,
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February 20th, at approximately 9:23 p.m, the defendant

I's suspected of driving recklessly at a high rate of speed
on the Southfield Freeway Service Drive, near Tirenan,
when he disregarded a traffic light and struck the
passenger side of the victims vehicle. Medics arrived on
the scene and transported the two victins, a 53-year-old
wonman and a 9-year-old girl, to a local hospital
Regrettably, the girl succunbed to her injuries and was
pronounced dead a short time later. Follow ng an
i nvestigation by the Detroit Police Department, the Wayne
County Prosecutor's Ofice charged the defendant with
reckl ess driving causing death, reckless driving causing
serious inpairment, driving while |license is suspended,
revoked, or denied causing death, and driving while
l'icense is suspended, revoked, or denied causing serious
I nmpai r ment .

Turning to another incident, this is a fatal
crash that resulted in the death of a couple of
I ndi vidual s, sadly. On Sunday, February 22nd at
approxi mately 10:15 a.m, Detroit police officers were
di spatched to a warehouse in the 6000 bl ock of Rosa Parks
Boul evard for a reported single-notor vehicle accident.
O ficers observed the defendant's vehicle crashed with
both victins, a 60-year-old man and a 57-year-old woman

trapped inside and unresponsive. Medics pronounced both
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vi cti ns deceased.

It is suspected that the defendant was driving
recklessly at a high rate of speed when he | ost control of
his vehicle and crashed into the building, fatally
injuring all of the victins inside. The defendant fled
fromthe scene on foot but was arrested a short tine
later. Followi ng an investigation by the Detroit Police
Department, the Wayne County Prosecutor's O fice charged
the defendant with two counts of second-degree nurder, one
count of reckless driving causing death, and one count of
| eaving the scene of an at-fault-accident causing death.
He was arraigned at the 36th District Court and received a
$500, 000. 00 cash surety bond.

There was an arrest nmade in kidnapping and a
domestic violence incident. On Wdnesday, February 18th,
2026, the 6th Precinct Special Operations officers
arrested a nale wanted in connection wth a kidnapping and
a donestic violence incident that occurred in August 2025.
The suspect showed up at the |ocation and began damagi ng
the victims vehicle. Wen the victimcane outside, the
suspect began assaulting her. The suspect forced the
victiminto her vehicle and nmade her drive back to his
home. Officers arrived at that | ocation and negoti at ed
wth the suspect to let the victimgo. The victimwas

allowed to | eave the hone and the suspect fled.
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As a result, a non-custody warrant was prepared,

which ultimately resulted in the arrest | just nentioned.
Geat work to the officers involved fromthe 6th Precinct.
W have one mal e charged federally after shot-spotter
alert investigations. On Wdnesday, February 25th, Metro
Detroit News posted a Detroit man facing federal charges
for possessing a gun with a G ock switch after Detroit
police officers responded to two shot-spotter alerts in
the 9th Precinct. This incident occurred in June of 2025.
After the first shot-spotter alert, officers responded to
the scene of the shooting where the victims vehicle was
shot up. The victimprovided two vehicle descriptions to
the officers.

Mnutes |ater, the officers responded to another
shot-spotter alert in the area and recovered severa
casi ngs, which were entered into the NIBIN system That
night, officers |located one of the vehicles wanted in
connection with the shot-up vehicle and attenpted a
traffic stop. Suspects' flood and air support tracked the
vehicle. Oficers |ocated four suspects in that area and
a gun where one of these suspects was hiding.
I nvestigators then reviewed the suspect's social nedia and
saw himposting wth the gun found next to him The shel
casings fromthe second shot-spotter alert were also

l'inked to the gun. Geat work, again, by our Detroit
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police officers and our federal partners for taking the

suspect into custody.

Moving to traffic enforcenment operations. From
February 15th to the 21st, traffic enforcenent conducted
operations in the 8th, 9th, 10th, and 11lth precincts.
Oficers made a total of 341 stops, issued 766 noving
violations, and 118 tickets of those for speeding. For
narcotics enforcenment, for the week ending February 22nd,
the narcotics unit conducted several search warrants. The
officers made two felony arrests recovering three guns and
confiscating cocaine, fentanyl, marijuana, and pills.

As for a comunity update, on Saturday, March
7th, the Detroit Police Departnent will be hosting a
procedural justice and police legitimcy forumto help
strengthen the rel ationship between policing and the needs
of the comunity. Conmmunity menbers are encouraged to
voi ce their concerns and |l earn the procedures police use
to acconplish their duties. That event will be hosted by
Assistant Chief Eric Eming. A comunity neeting will be
held at the SAY Detroit Play Center |ocated at 19320 Van
Dyke Avenue, Detroit, Mchigan, starting at 9:00 aam To
regi ster, please contact Sergeant Justin Hearn at (313)
900-9377. Additionally, there were no officers that were
critically injured over the past week. So that concludes

the chief's report.

CORPORATE COUNSEL MALLET: So, through the
Chair, there is ongoing litigation in Wayne County Circuit
Court right now This particular lieutenant's nane --

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litigation, Madam Chairperson. | have not seen this

particular lieutenant's name on the witness |ist.

Comm ssioner Boman, this particular litigation, | don't
think, is going to be particularly protracted. It is a
tenporary restraining order. If you could nodify your

request so that after this litigation has been concl uded
in the Wayne County Circuit Court, then we would be able
to make the request for that person to cone forward. |

t hi nk uni npeded, at least by the litigation. At that
point, | amsure Deputy Chief Parish, there is an ongoing
internal affairs investigation, or has that been
conpl et ed?

MR. PARISH No, there are still two pending
I nvestigations, one for each nenber that was di scussed,
and the lieutenant's role will likely be a factor in those
I nvestigati ons.

MR. BOVAN. So not likely to be protracted,
through the Chair, may | continue? So, by protract, not
protracted, how |l ong are you talking about?

CORPORATE COUNSEL MALLET: So, for the Wayne
County Circuit Court litigation, I would say that would be
done in a week, because it's a tenporary restraining
order. So, it's not like there's going to be a trial.
Either it's going to be granted or it's not. It wll

depend on how soon the judge wants to nmake a deci sion
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whet her or not to grant the order or not.

MR BOVAN: | can revisit this in a week then.

Then | had a followup, through the Chair, if |

may.
CHAl RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Go ahead.
MR BOVAN. At |ast week's neeting, the board
vot ed unani nmous, | know it sounds like |I'mrepeating

nyself, but 1'mtal king about now anot her person. At | ast
week's neeting, the board voted unani nously to adopt the
chief's recommendati ons to change O ficer Corsi's status
to admnistrative | eave without pay but wth nedical
benefits for 30 days. As the board and the depart nent
continues to explore that matter, can the chief confirm
that during these 30 days DPD is continuing this
I nvestigation and, if appropriate, will pursue further
di sci pline upon the investigator's conclusion based upon
whet her or not it's required?

MR PARISH | can confirmthat the departnent
Is investigating as of this time. Both situations are the
subj ect of an ongoing investigation, and proper action
w || be taken consistent wth what the chief has expressed
at that tine.

MR BOMAN: So, when it's done, will we be
I nfornmed of what disciplinary actions, if any, would be

appl i ed?

Do you have
agridwth the violations, along wth the disciplinary
action that the departnment usually takes for each one?

MR PARISH | understand the question,

Commi ssioner. Thank you. W do have a disciplinary
matrix, and that | can certainly share with you. The only
thing I woul d advise the board on is that the union has

not agreed to the application of this disciplinary matrix,
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so it isreally just a tool that we use. Understandi ng

the limtation, we will happily share it wth you.

MR MORRIS: Ckay. Al right.

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Thank you.

Any ot her questions? Okay. Hearing none.

MS. CAM LLE: WMadam Chair?

CHAl RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Go ahead.

So, I'mgoing to take us
back a little bit to 2024 Sherman Lee Butler, where,
during an eviction, DPD officers tased himand the bailiff
shot himnmultiple times. DPD rel eased sonme body-worn
canmera footage about five nonths |ater regarding that, and
there were seven DPD nenbers cited in the OCl policy
review of this incident. Has there been a followup to
close a loop with the public on DPD s investigative
findings, any accountability measures, and any renedi ation
for the departnent or individual officers to ensure a
tragedy like this doesn't happen agai n?

MR PARI SH  Absolutely. Speaking first to the
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officers, charges have been issued. Wen | say charges,

adm ni strative charges have been issued. In that matter,
disciplinary did forward those to ne. They have been

I ssued but not yet served upon the officers just yet, so
discipline is forthcom ng agai nst at |east sone of the
officers involved and because of discipline, I'll keep
their names out of the public record for now. As |
bel i eve you're aware, Conm ssioner, we did have a very
good neeting between OCl and DPD where we discussed the
situation fromboth units' perspective, and that did | ead
to very informed conversation when we reviewed our

uni formed patrol directive. So, | do believe that proper
nmeasures have been taken into place and appropriate

di scipline is being issued.

MS. CAM LLE: Thank you, Chief. So, when the
discipline is actually issued for these officers, wll the
board be provided with an update on what the outcone was,
l'i ke, what policies were violated?

MR. PARI SH: Absol utely.

MS. CAM LLE: GCkay. Thank you so much.

So, in addition, we knowit's been an
ongoi ng conversation where the public has been, sone

W all know that the matter is not quite that sinple as a
sinple statenment like that. So, to maintain the public's
trust in DPD, you know, clarity is very inportant. So, isS
It possible to have a presentation at one of our neetings
that explains the application of the bias-based policing
policy, along with any city policies, training,

adm ni strative nmessages, and desk-1|evel procedures related
to DPD interacting with inmgration agencies, along with
sone exanpl es of what's acceptabl e and not acceptable for
the benefit of the public?

MR PARISH | think that's a great idea and
very tinely, and if Board Secretary gives nme the date, we
w || make sure that we have a presentation ready.

Much nore serious than that, they have set traps
for me to fall and hurt nyself. They know | was di agnosed
a few nonths ago with osteoarthritis of the spine. So,
they set a trap for me to injure nyself, to get a
concussi on, a broken neck, or broken ribs, or even death.
The notive? To silence ne. To prevent nme from attending
these BOPC neetings virtually or in person and file a
conpl ai nt agai nst them

That is attenpted nurder. And | was here four
nont hs ago, on Cctober 23rd, 2025. Three OCI conplaints
were filed. Has the attenpted nurder case been forwarded
to Internal Affairs?

GATSON: Well, | had to start docunmenting it
because | wasn't aware at first why are people, random
people, taking ny picture as | wal k down the street and
things of this nature. And | was in a honeless shelter a
few years ago, and | was friends with another resident
there. And her landlord called ne like a year later. W
weren't even friends anynore. And he asked ne if | knew
of her whereabouts because she had | eft her bel ongi ngs
after her |ease ended, and she never cane to get them back
after a nonth. That was very alarmng to ne. And
al though | hadn't spoken with her in over a year and we
weren't friends anynore, that got ny attention.

So, | was very concerned, and | let the landlord
know we're not friends. | haven't spoken with her.

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this, but |I have created a docunent. | have been keeping

notes because | have to. This sounds crazy, and it
should. And I'"'mthe one that's going through it.

Detroit, Mchigan. And her inmate nunber is there. |'m
witing to informyou that although funds are avail able
for Amanda to nake phone calls, she's often unable to, as
her tablet, needed to place calls, isn't always working
properly. Wen | call, inmate information nunber and
others, including yours, the police chief, | get a
recording that states the mail box of the person you are
calling is full. It is inportant to know that Amanda, ny

daughter, should be able to speak to people that |[ove and
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uplift her to keep her nmental health up.

Amanda was exposed to harnful toxins as an
infant and bl ack toxic nold later as a little girl. She
was the kindest, nost intelligent, funniest child. As she

grew ol der, the exposures began to cause sone sort of

brain di sturbance that expressed itself as nmental illness
of sorts. I'mnervous, | didn't expect to cone here
today. Just, hold on a second, please, | can't even read

this paper right. Ckay.
Thi s has been such an unfortunate situation that

has devastated her life, the lives of her children, and

mne as well. Amanda did not deserve that to happen to
her as a baby, and it's very sad. Therefore, | ask and
pray that you will rectify the issues. | amalso unable

to set up an account in order to visit, send noney.
Sonmeone literally has to conme to the facility to add funds
for her.

Thank you for understanding. | just want to say
that she has noney on her books. She used to call every
day. Now she can't call. | haven't talked to her or seen
her in nonths.

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Yes, Corporation
Counsel .

CORPCRATE COUNSEL MALLET: Normally, part of the
job of a public servant is to, in a graceful manner,
accept the public's criticism and I think | do it better
than nost. | think that | take it wth some degree of
hunor, and think that, and don't seek to shut down
sonmeone's constitutional right to criticize a person in ny
position for the job they think |'"mdoing. But | wll say
t hi s.

My father was a nenber of the Detroit Police

Departnent. In ny office, is his badge. Frank Bl ount was
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one of ny father's best friends and soneone | consider to

be ny godfather. Frank was | egendary, as a black police
officer inside DPD, when ny father and Frank started, he
was the either sixth or seventh or seventh or eighth black
police officer on the force. That does not create a
conflict for me, but I amconnected by both spirit and
tradition

My sisters and | describe ourselves in our
official biography. M sister Veronica is a doctor, ny
sister Lydia is a retired corporate hunman resources
executive, but our bios all start out that we are the sons
and daughters of Detroit Public School teachers and
consi der ourselves to be public servants. | did not cone
by that by accident. As | indicated, ny nother,
school teacher, ny father, eventually a schoolteacher, but
started out com ng back fromWrld War Il as Detroit
police officer.

So, that doesn't disqualify ne frombeing a
menber of, fromdoing the various jobs that |'ve done,
doesn't disqualify me fromproviding, what | think, is
t houghtful counsel to this police conmm ssion, but | just
wanted to be clear, that, in this case, | felt like | had
to respond only because |I'mextraordinarily proud to be
Conrad Mallet, Jr., and |I'mextraordinarily proud to have

inny life a strong, focused, ethical black man |ike Frank
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Blount. We talk a ot of stuff about what we need from

our young nen and what we need black nmen to be doing with
their children. 1'mthe beneficiary of strong black nen,
raising me to be the man that 1| amand | just want to be
sure that none of the police officers who knew ny father,
none of the police officers who worked for Deputy Chi ef
Frank Blount, think for a mnute, that | have forgotten
who | am and where | cone from That's all. Thank you

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Thank you, Corporation
Counsel, and | just want to thank you because at nany
nmeetings you have just sat there and gracefully accepted,
you know, what is being throwm at you, and | just don't
know how you can do it. | would not be able to, but thank
you for that clarity and what a beautiful history with
your famly.

CORPORATI ON COUNSEL MALLET: Thank you.

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Thank you. And, Ms.
Smith, just to clarify, he was a Suprene Court Justice,
Chief Justice, so just to clarify, not just a judge.

R ght. Thank you.

So, our next item we have two presentations and
our first presentation is going to be the Detroit Police
Depart nent Proposed Fiscal Year '27 Budget by M. Nazarko,
Assi stant CFO  Thank you.

MR. NAZARKO: Good afternoon, Madam Chair,
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Honorabl e Board. |'mhere today to present just the

fiscal year 2027 budget request, Madam Chair, because the
quarterly report, | believe, has been postponed upon our
di scussion the other day at the Finance Conm ttee neeting.
So today, | will go and present at a high-1level overview
the DPD s budget request for the fiscal year 2027.

In the docunents that have been provided to the
Board and in this presentation, we are going to talk about
the fiscal year 2027 budget baseline, budget tineline, new
initiatives that are contained in this budget, summary of
revenues and expenditures for the upcom ng fiscal year
2027, nunber of positions requested and the grants that
are part of the budget fiscal year 2027. Just a quick
overview as to the how the budget process works. All
departnents nust submt a bal anced budget and, when | say,
all departnents for the Gty of Detroit, including DPD,
that is based on long-termfiscal sustainability and based
on the revenue streanms. In other words, the Gty of
Detroit, including DPD, cannot spend nore than what we
bring on the revenues. Departnments work with their agency
CFO, DPD with ne, in this case, to prepare the budget
subm ssions within the required tinelines that are inposed
by the Charter or by the State Law. For the fiscal year
2027, outcone budgeting appropriations track safer

nei ghbor hoods, vibrant and beautiful city, economc equity
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and opportunity, efficient and innovative operations and

effective governance.

The furthernore on the budget tineline, we start
wor ki ng on the budget, DPD starts working on the budget in
any given year, around the nmonth of August. Continues on
Into Septenber and then by Cctober, Ofice of Departnent
Fi nanci al Services receives the departnment's request and
reviews those requests to the Chief's office during the
nonth of COctober. Then, at the |atest, by Thanksgi ving,
ODFS submts the budget request to the Budget O fice.
Budget O fice reviews departnment's budget subm ssions and
conplies, or conpiles, rather, the overall city budget.
DPD presents and receives approval of the budget from
BOPC, which is tonight's nmeeting and presentation, and the
mayor presents her proposed budget to the Gty Council in
March. This year will be on March 9th that Mayor
Sheffield will propose to the City Council her budget for
the fiscal year 2027.

Conti nued deadlines, by February 18th, the
Budget Director submts to the mayor, as | nentioned
earlier, by April 8th. So, the mayor submts to the
Council on March 9th, by ordinance it's March 7th, but
because March 7th falls on a weekend, March 9th is the
next day. By April 7th, Gty Council conpletes the review

of the budget and the consideration, and by April 8th, the
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City Cerk submts Gty Council approved budget to the

mayor. The mayor has three business days, after Apri
8th, to return the budget as approved by the Gty Counci
or to veto their budget.

And, the bottomline is that by April 30th, if
there is back and forth between the mayor and the council,
by April 30th, the Budget Director, under the supervision
of the CFO, submts the approved budget to the FRC. So
that's as far as the tineline of the budget. It's a state
mandat e requi renent that actually was part of the Detroit
com ng out of bankruptcy, that by April 30th of any given
year, City of Detroit is required to have a budget
approved at the council and mayor level. The 2027 budget
request has sone new initiatives and I'll list the major
ones. W are requesting, DPDis requesting $1.5 nmillion,
$1.48 mllion to be exact, for the Mental Health
Correspondence Team This is a programthat is currently
funded by ARPA dol | ars.

Another $1.1 million is a supplenental request
to continue the Code Enforcenent Team which also is
currently funded by ARPA funds. $336,000.00 for bonb
suits, rather. $127,000.00 for Geosystem Scanners, which
are nobile mapping tools for accident investigation. W
are requesting also $1.25 mllion for Gand R ver tow | ot

i mprovenents and anot her $800, 000.00 for raid vests.
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This slide shows the summary of the revenues and

expenditures for the Detroit Police Departnent for the
fiscal year 2027. On this slide here, there are four
funds. So, the Detroit Police Departnent does the
activity, accounts for the activity in four mgjor funds.
One is the Fund 1000, which is the general fund.

The bul k, al nost 95 percent of DPD s revenues
and expenditures are going through that fund. The next
fund is 2110, which is the Gants Fund. Then is the
Forfeiture Fund 2601 and then is the Toll Fund and the so-
cal l ed 911 operations that are accounted for in Fund 3921.
The total revenues that DPD expects to receive in the
fiscal year of 2027 anount to $113, 335, 730. 00.

That's a total revenue broken down as foll ows.
$92.6 million in general fund, $6.8 in the G ants Fund,
$867,000.00 in Forfeiture Fund and $13 mllion,
approxi mately, conbined in Tow Fund, plus 911 operations.
Expendi tures, on the other hand, ampbunt as foll ows.
General Fund $454.6 mllion, Gants Fund $6.8 mllion,
Forfeiture Fund $996, 000. 00 and Tow Fund and 911
operations $30 million. The bottomline is that the total
budget request for DPD for the fiscal year 2027 is
$475, 496, 432. 00.

This slide, the next one, which I'mnot going to

go over all the itenms but basically breaks down all the
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funds that | nmentioned, the four funds in the previous

slide, between salaries, or anong, | should say, salaries,
wages and benefits, non-personnel operating and capital
and equi pnment acquisition. So, the bottomline is, again,
$475.5 mllion is the total requested budget for DPD for
the fiscal year that starts on July 1st, 2026. At the
bottom of this slide, we are showing the full-time

enpl oyees that are requested via this budget. Fund 1000
I's requesting a total of 3,465 enpl oyees, conbi ned uniform
and non-uniform Gant Funds another 40 full-time and one
part-tine position, so half-time. Forfeiture Fund has
seven enpl oyees and the positions rather and the Toll Fund
and the 911, again, conbined 99 enpl oyees.

The total nunber of enpl oyees requested,
personnel requested via this budget is 3,611 full-tine and
one part-time position. The supplenental request consists
of only 34, which is included in this nunber, consists of
only 34 positions and those positions are split, |
believe, 17 for the Mental Heal th Correspondence
Initiative and 17 of themfor the Code Enforcenent
Operations. On the next slide, we are breaking down the
total positions by the uniformand non-uniform So, the
total budget request for non-uniformis 866.5, then
uniformis 2,711 positions. The civilian positions

i ncl ude 34 suppl enmental that we tal ked about between the,
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agai n, Code Enforcenent and Mental Health Correspondence.

The next slide shows the grants that are part of
this budget request and I'll just name thembriefly, is
VOCA Grant for Fiscal Year 2027, ATPA CGakland County, ATPA
Preventing Auto Theft Fiscal Year 2027, STOP G ant,
Justice Assistance Gant, Strategic Traffic Enforcenent
Program Operation Stonegarden, Crinme Victim
Sustai nability Fund, and Dearborn Auto Theft Unit Grant.
The total amount that we're requesting for all these
grants amounts to 6.8 mllion dollars. And this, Madam
Chair and Honorabl e Board, is the high-level overview of
the DPD s budget for the fiscal year 2027. | would be
happy to answer any questions you may have.

Before | ask for your vote, because | hope that
at the end of this, we have a vote to approve the budget.
As | said, the mayor is going to present to the Gty
Council on the 9th and the DPD, or BOPC, normally should
have the budget request approved by that tine. | did
respond to one question that was, cane up during our
budget finance subconmm ttee neeting and the question
pertained to the 10 additional enployees for the
comuni cations operations. As | indicated in ny response,
t hose positions have been, that request has been w thdrawn
and Chief Bettison has indicated that, yes, those

positions are necessary to continue the operation to help
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the DPD s operations. However, he is going to | ook for

alternative solutions for that, and nanely from vacancies
or retirements within that particul ar departnent.

Therefore, they will be budget neutral, so that
request is not going to change the total dollar anounts
that is in front of you today.

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Thank you, M. Nazarko.

Are there any questions for M. Nazarko?

MS. CAM LLE: Madam Chair, | have a question.
Thank you, M. Nazarko, for taking that request back to
the Chief that we discussed in the conmttee neeting and
definitely appreciative of the Chief |ooking for ways to
| ook across the departnent and gain sone efficiencies to
make sure that comunications is properly staffed w thout
I ncreasing the overall head count by 10. So, I'mtrying
to follow the dollar amounts on that change. So, |I'm

| ooking at a bottomline nunber of $476,932,584.00 was the

nunber, |ike, the bottom!line budget nunber we were
working with at the commttee neeting, | believe, and then
now what you presented was the $475 million. 1s that the

difference with those 10 positions out?

MR. NAZARKO  Through the Chair, yes, Honorable
Commi ssioner, that 1s the difference because we took off
the 10 positions. Furthernore, | believe that although we

did not discuss at the conmttee neeting, we took off
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anot her $800, 000. 00 that was requested as a suppl enent al

for expansion of the shot-spotter and that was rejected as
well. So, the Chief pulled that request.

MS. CAM LLE: Thank you so much. So, Madam
Chair, just to clarify based on ny cal cul ation here,
that's $1,436,152.00 that we were able to, through
di scussi ons, reduce that budget by between the conmttee
nmeeting and now. So, again, just appreciate the
departnent for the consideration in this difficult budget
year.

CHAl RPERSON DEWAELSCHE:  Thank you,
Conmi ssi oner .

Conmi ssi oner Watts?

MS. WATTS:. Thank you. It was a pleasure
hearing it nore in our budget neeting |ast week or this
week, but again, | know | had asked a question in the
comm ttee neeting about the additional 10 for the
comuni cation, just seeing a neasurable and how woul d that
make the operation nore efficient and you answered that
and thank you for getting back. So, now since the Chief
Is going to pull that back, are you sure that the
operation can still run efficient, w thout the additional
staff?

MR. NAZARKO | had a discussion with the Chief

yesterday. As a matter of fact, Commander Russell, who is
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t he head of operations, they are confident that the

operation can still run snoothly. However, as | said,
through the retirenents and the vacancies, things wll
change in the future via budget anendnents, but there wll
not be any additional dollars requested fromthe board or
fromthe city of Detroit.

MS. WATTS: Great, thank you for that
consi deration. No nore questions.

CHAl RPERSON DEWAELSCHE:  Thank you.

Conmi ssi oner Wods?

MR. WOODS: Yes, on behalf of the Chair and I am
hearing all discussion. W did have the conversation with
the Chief, and he said that he's able to be able to work
t hrough those vacancies and stuff |ike that to put sworn
officers into those positions who are currently hol di ng
it. They were trying to get non-sworn nmenbers in that
position. So, |I'mvery, very happy that we are saving the
city of Detroit alnmost 1.5 mllion dollars.

So, great work to your conmttee, Madam Chair
t he whol e team has been phenonenal. So, thank you guys
for that. M. Nazarko and Drew, we have to give our hats,
take our hats off to you guys for working diligently for a
budget that reflects the values of the citizens of the
city of Detroit. Thank you very kindly.

MR. NAZARKO. Thank you, sir.
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CHAl RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Thank you for that,

Conm ssi oner Whods. And, yes, | would just like to say
that Drew Fries, our financial executive manager, worked
very closely with M. Nazarko for the past two nonths or
so, in getting the nmeetings scheduled with our commttee
and we had a very extensive neeting this week, to go over
30 plus questions that we had on the budget and we were
able to get all of those questions answered very, you
know, to our satisfaction so that we can hopefully inprove
t he budget and those that we didn't get answered, as
Commi ssioner Cam |l e indicated, were answered by today.
Comm ssi oner Boman, did you have --

MR. BOWAN: Yes, | was wondering, first of all,
were notifications put out to all the board nenbers
regardi ng budget conmttee neetings because | hadn't --

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Those notifications are
In the packet every week, our conmttee neetings.

MR BOVAN. Ch, it's in the packet.

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Well, they're in the
agenda and |I'msure that notices went out as well because
M. Fries has sent out nunmerous docunents to the ful
board. He's going to be getting up in a mnute. He can
al so nention that, but yeah

MR BOVAN. |Is there a, is it posted sonewhere

or would we have to request it to be sent to us to
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actually view a nore detail ed enuneration of the budget
than was in this presentation?

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Madam Secretary.

M5. GARNIER. To the Chair, through the Chair
yes, you are exactly correct because M. Fries and | began
| ast year a very aggressive schedule to neet the tineline
of the city. Together with Ms. Nazarko, we've had
nunmer ous conversations and we knew with newly el ected
board nmenbers com ng on, we needed to get in front of
this. And so alnost, | know we started well before
Cct ober sendi ng nessages and we continued, even
correspondences and communi cations that was sent before
the new board was seated, al nost weekly. So, in great
detail. And we al so had responses from board nenbers who
are not budget conmittee nenbers, |engthy questions that
hel ped us in even nore detail to get back to M. Nazarko
and we pushed hard with each other to get all the
responses, which then, as the chair has said, the
comm ttee neeting was announced. The conmmttee net this
week in great detail, probably alnost three hours
according to the chair, budget chair.

And today we have before you, even yet again,
addi tional responses, that the conmttee and ot her
conm ssi oners who attended that neeting, in great detail,

what they requested. And so, you have before you today,
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t he high-level presentation together with all the
inquiries of the board nenbers that were nmade, Madam
Chai r.

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Thank you.

Any ot her --

MR. BOVAN: Yeah. The answer to ny question,
how may | get ahold of this?

M5. GARNIER:  |'m sorry?

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: He would like a
detai |l ed budget to | ook at.

M5. GARNTER. | did, in fact, bring one copy.

So that which was printed off the detail, which the

conmttee reviewis also electronically, but if you would

| i ke to have this copy.

MR BOVAN: | actually, | prefer the electronic
copy.

M5. GARNTER.  |'m sorry?

CHAlI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: El ectronic copy, he'd
li ke.

M5. GARNIER  Electronic copy, this is from
that. It's in your email from-- where's Drew?
Help ne -- the last detail we sent was --

MR. FRIES: Through the Chair --
CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: He's at the podi um

MR. FRIES: Comm ssioner Boman, thank you for
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the question. An email was sent this norning at 10:41

a.m, that reflects the revised budget from M. Nazarko,
as well as an exhaustive list of all inquiries and DPD s
responses generated fromthis board, fromconmunity
menbers and internal staff.

MR BOVAN. Ckay. I'mlooking for it.

CHAlI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE:  Ckay.

Commi ssi oner Wods.

MR WOCODS: Yeah. M. Fries, for clarification
Poi nt, the budget was sent out nuch previously before then
but based upon Comm ssioner Cam|lle's and the chair of the
budget committee and Commi ssioner Watts, who's on the
budget committee, they had concern with about that 1.5
mllion dollars that we saving the citizens of the city of
Detroit. So, the revision was that, with that conm ssion
for this norning, yeah. But the budget had canme out nuch
prior to that. Gkay?

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Any ot her questions?
Any ot her questions for M. Nazarko before he |eaves the
podi un? Just a real quick question. | don't want to
bel abor this, but since it has been brought up by the
public and by our conm ssioners, with regard to the nental
health initiative that we have with the departnent, you
indicate there's a 1.48 mllion that we have budgeted for

that program |'mjust curious and | know that was funded
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previously by ARPA, is that an increase? Are we, from
say, the previous year, before or say before ARPA?

MR. NAZARKO  Madam Chair. Yes, that is an
Increase for the fiscal year 2027 conpared to 2026. W
call that a supplenental request. However, as a total for
the city though, because it's shifting now from ARPA
funded to DPD, but strictly speaking of DPD s budget, that
I's an increase over the |ast year's budget.

CHAl RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: (kay. Thank you.

Any ot her questions? Hearing none, then.

Thank you, M. Nazarko. W appreciate it.

MR. NAZARKO  Thank you very nuch

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Qur next presentation
is going to be by our fiscal executive manager, M. Fries.

MR FRIES: Through the Chair and to this
Honorabl e Board. It's nice to formally nmeet you all. M
name is Drew Fries, and | amthe executive fiscal nmanager
to this body. |I'mhoping to see the presentation cone up
on the screen, but we will be sharing with you the BOPC
budget actuals for the first half of this fiscal year,
which is July through Decenber. We'I|Il also be | ooking at
budget utilization of the BOPC budget over the last couple
of years. And then, ny last slide is, again, speaking to
the great progress nmade on the DPD budget review

Can we go to the next view? Can we go to the
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next view, sorry. Ckay.

So, what we see here is the BOPC budget over the
| ast four years. Two years ago, we increased that budget
by 21 percent. Last year fromthe present fiscal year, we
I ncreased that budget by 3 percent. And, in each year, we
have done a greater job of utilizing those dollars in the
name of civilian oversight for the city of Detroit.

90 percent, which is what we have acconpli shed
in the current fiscal year, is the highest utilization of
BOPC budget funds in the last five years. So, fromthe
birth of this body to today, we have the greatest nunber
of general funds that are being dedicated towards civilian
oversight. And because we've done, thanks to this board,
such a great job of filling vacanci es and naki ng sure that
we are able to investigate civilian conplaints, we are
utilizing that budget to its greatest degree. |'mvery
proud of this effort.

If we go to the next slide. So, here is that 90
percent through July of 2025 through Decenmber of 2025. O
the $2,238,037.00 budgeted, the board has spent
$2,018,503.00. Year-to-date favorability is driven by
vacancies. Mny of these have since been filled. And
travel and training, there's a small overspend due to the
2025 NACOLE conference, which took place in October of

2025. (Go to the next view.
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Finally, I want to conclude with this is now the

second year in a row, where thanks to Chief Bettison, the
board has received the DPD s budget on a very favorable
timeline. Geat work has been done by this body, great
anal ysis has been led by internal staff, and great
communi ty engagenent throughout the DPD s budget review
The BOPC Budget Committee met with DPD | eadership on
Tuesday. The BOPC Budget Conmittee nmade a request for DPD
to reduce their supplenmental FTEs, which are alleviating
Preci ous General Funds in the upcom ng fiscal year, and
DPD fulfilled this request, as noted by M. Nazarko.
Through this thorough budget review, this request in
saving the city $1.5 mllion displays a great |evel of
fiscal responsibility and partnership shared between the
two departnments. Al of these details, per Conm ssioner
Boman' s question, and updates com ng out of the BOPC
Budget Commttee neeting, as well as updates that have
come in the hours since this norning, have been shared
W th conm ssioners. And that concludes ny presentation.

CHAl RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Thank you, M. Fries.

Are there any questions?

MS. CAM LLE: Madam Chair

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Yes, Conm ssSi oner.

M5. CAM LLE: Thank you. Through the Chair.

Thank you, M. Fries, for your work in this, and
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t hank you for your responsiveness on additional analysis

that's been requested throughout this process. Definitely
appreciate that. 1'mgoing to reference the BOPC budget
actuals for QL and @@2. | just have a couple questions on
here. So, you nentioned that for the travel and training
so far, so we're show ng overspending for that. So, has

t hat been corrected for the budget that's being devel oped
right now for BOPC, where we're properly budgeting for
travel and training since the NACOLE conference happens
every year?

MR. FRIES: Through the Chair, thank you for
the question. | viewthis not as something incorrect
happeni ng, but nore of a gating issue. So, this
$18, 000. 00 that you see in the budgeted, that really
shoul d be half of the $82,000.00 that is for the ful
year. So, relative to that, we should still be slightly
overspent because there's a great conference that happens
in the first half of the year, and there's not a
conference that the board travels to in the second half of
the year. | wll reach out to our partners in finance
that allocate these funds across the quarters, but it's
not necessarily an error in the way that we are planning
for next year. |It's nore just a gating.

MS5. CAM LLE: Through the Chair, |I'mfollow ng

you. So, it's just when it's hitting the budget because
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of the timng. Okay. |'mfollow ng you. Thank you. And

then for the operating services, that's the area where
we're still showing that we're not really spending as nuch
as we're budgeting for that. |Is that also a gating issue,
or are we actually not utilizing our operating services as
much as we expected?

MR. FRIES. Through the Chair, that would
represent favorability. So, lines in operating services
are tel econmuni cati ons and W ngSwept case nanagenent
system But | think sone operating services that are yet
to take place is postage, which | think we're poised to do
in the spring. And | would not call that a gating issue.
| would say that that's an opportunity for favorability.

M5. CAM LLE: Ckay. Thank you, Madam Chair.

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Thank you. Any ot her
questions? o ahead, Conm ssioner Boman.

MR, BOVAN. Ckay. | have one question about
whet her -- okay. |s there, because the Charter says, and
| know there is sone disagreenent here, but the Charter
says that the board can retain its own attorney. Al due
respects to the Corporation Counsel, | just want to ask,
I's there noney set aside in the budget for the eventuality
I f that were to happen?

MR FRIES: Through the Chair, thank you for

the question. | would say that the large majority of the
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favorability that we' ve experienced in the first half of
the year is due to -- the answer to your question,
Commi ssi oner Boman, is yes, we have a position for the
attorney to the board. Right now, that position remains
open or vacant.

MR. BOVAN:. Thank you

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Ckay. Any ot her
guestions, Conmm ssioners? All right.

Just real quick, | just want to clarify. This
chart of budget actuals are for the first two quarters of
the year, so that nmeans we still have six nonths to
achi eve our budget nunbers. Correct?

MR FRIES: Through the Chair, correct.

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Ckay. And what you're
saying here is so far, we've achieved 90 percent of our
budget. In other words, we're in line with 90 percent of
what was budgeted as of the second quarter.

I's that how --

MR FRIES: Through the Chair, that is correct.

CHAI RPERSON DEWAELSCHE: Ckay. Thank you. |
just wanted to clarify that.

Conmi ssi oner Wods.

MR WOODS: | think it's vitally inportant to
