1. The door cut sheet is attached. The door will not have the window mullions as shown.  

2. The height of the wainscot is 4 1/2" higher than the original aluminum.  It was important to the owner that we match the anderson 

400 series window that he has on the rest of the house and standard sizing required a slightly higher wainscot.

3. The porch will be heated and cooled with a small ground mounted mini split system, which will be installed on the left side of the 

porch, against the original house wall, beneath the kitchen window. (to the right of the existing hvac condensers) A photo is attached.

  The HVAC condensors and the minisplit will be shielded from view with a new boxwood hedge.  
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
